Guidelines
Who can apply for a Youth Council Small Grant:-

1.
Anyone individual aged between aged 13 to 19 years old. (They would not be able to receive the funding directly)

2.
Any groups / organisations that work with young people aged 13 to 19 years old or are looking for funding to start working with this age group.

A Youth Council Small Grant Can be spent on activities that;

1.
Influence young people, particular disadvantaged young people, in relation to things to do and places to go. 
2.
Provide activities and facilities for young people, especially in deprived neighbourhoods. 

3.
Improve things to do and places to go with what young people want in their neighbourhood.

4.
Provide opportunities for young people to develop their confidence, knowledge, skills and abilities and gain recognition and/or accreditation for them

5.
Increase the well-being of young people by contributing to the achievement of the Every Child Matters (ECM) outcomes which are:

· Achieve economic well-being

· Make a positive contribution

· Be healthy

· Stay safe

· Enjoy and achieve

6.
There are no restrictions on the range of initiatives and activities that the Youth Council can support provided that they are supporting the outcomes from Every Child Matters.

7.
Young people should be encouraged to consider local needs and circumstances as a part of their role in shaping provision for young people beyond their immediate group, including, other young people from different cultural and social backgrounds.
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
