Updated Recommendation
It is recommended that Members are minded to approve the application subject to:

(a)    The recommended conditions set out at pages 1 to 20 of the committee report
(b)    The committee update; and
(c)    A deed of variation linking this application to the revised Section 106 agreement and/or a condition requiring the delivery of affordable housing, if required subject to further legal advice. 

Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA)
An EIA screening opinion was carried out further to the submission of this application. The proposed development as described by the applicant is EIA development but the environmental information submitted with the original application (KET/2008/0274) is sufficient to assess the environmental effects and no further environmental information is needed to assess this project. The original ES has therefore been taken into account and considered in the assessment of this application, the officer recommendation and therefore the determination.

Condition 48i - Page 17
Condition 48i, point 'e' has been amended as follows; no further amendments have been made to this condition:

e) Improvements to the junction of Barton Road/Windmill Avenue (junction e) or minor improvements to be otherwise first agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  Works shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details. 

Additional Consultation Responses 
Community Services, KBC
Community Services have removed their objection to the application on the basis of the information given in the committee report, to align the application with the section 106, subject to adequate community facilities for the community, designed so that the space can be used to make the building financially viable without compromising the accessibility for the whole community.

National Grid
A further response has been received from National Grid.  No change to the comments already received and reported.

Cranford Parish Council 
Comments are summarised as follows: 
     Many conditions are being removed on the basis that strategic documents have been adopted. It needs to be ensured that detailed plans comply with these. 
     How does the size of the proposed community centre compare with others in the Borough? 
     Altering conditions from prior to commencement to prior to occupation is a concern in terms of infrastructure being ready.
     Changing access triggers will deal with impacts from people occupying the site but it does not deal with construction traffic.    

Officer Comment:
These matters are dealt with within the report. The community centre details have been discussed and agreed with Community Services. The changes to conditions will aid infrastructure delivery and will be in place at the required time. Construction management plans are required through proposed condition 43 and will ensure that the impacts during the construction phase are mitigated. 

Barton Seagrave Parish Council 
Response received 7th September stating they have no objections. 

Third Party
Additional comment received expressing concern with the smaller community building. 

Officers deal with this matter at page 35 of the committee report. 

Typos within the Committee Report 
Page 39 Condition 61 - The first sentence should read "The trigger for this condition has been amended to 'prior to the commencement of development' from 'no works that comprise the erection of a building'…"

Page 41 Condition 76 - the third paragraph starting "Having considered", line 8 should read "…junction a), b), c) and d). 

Page 41 Condition 48i - "30th June 2013" should read "30th June 2016".

Policy - Additional Wording to Conclusion (page 48)
The application is considered to be in accordance with the Development Plan and there are no material considerations that outweigh this.
