Environment Agency

The EA object to the proposal on the grounds that the applicant has failed to demonstrate that this application is in accordance with the approved Stage 2 Flood Risk Assessment (FRA).

Housing 

Subject to an additional affordable unit being provided to total 30% across the site - Housing raise no objection to this application.

A further neighbour objection has been received stating:

The site is not mixed use

The position and height of the site office creates overlooking

Continuing issues of noise and light pollution and work taking place outside of conditioned working hours

Kensington plots 198, 199, 200 and 201 and the flats (units 202-210) which are three storey with dormer windows which should not face east or create overlooking.  The proposed community building cannot be taken into account as a barrier as it has not constructed Existing popular trees must be retained to provide privacy

Officer Comments

Previously on two earlier Reserved Matters applications the Environment Agency objected (KET/2011/0390 and KET/2012/0085) on the same grounds.  These applications were approved subject to a condition being applied requiring a statement be submitted demonstrating how the reserved matters accords with the Stage 2 FRA.  To deal with this, for the current application a similar response is recommended i.e. subject to the following condition which is to be added:

Prior to commencement of development a statement demonstrating how the reserved matters accords with the approved Stage Two Flood Risk Assessment, that was submitted and approved pursuant to condition 19 of the outline planning permission KET/2008/0785, shall be submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority. The development shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved details.

REASON: In the interests of proper drainage of the site and ensuring flood risk does not increase in accordance with Policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

Amended plans have been received showing one additional affordable unit on the site. Therefore, 63 units will be provided across Phase 3.  A condition has been applied as follows:

Affordable housing shall total no less than 63 units as shown on the approved plan reference SL-3-01 C.

REASON:  To ensure provision of 30% affordable housing across the entire site in accordance with policy 15 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

Outline planning permission has been granted, with the housing mix and uses for the site approved.  There is over 60 metres from proposed windows in the flats and Kensington houses to the rear boundaries of properties off Polwell Lane, this distance is more than sufficient to protect residential amenity.  Matters of trees, noise, light and working hours are all conditioned as part of the outline permission.

71 Braybrooke Road (land behind), Desborough

A further condition requiring details of hardsurfacing for the access and the removal of the gate is required:

No development shall take place on site until details of the method of construction of the means of access have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The approved details shall be fully implemented before the dwellings are occupied. The existing gate to the site from Braybrooke Road shall be removed from site and the access kept permanently free of obstruction prior to occupation of the dwellings.
REASON:  To ensure a satisfactory means of access to the highway in accordance with Policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

Stoke Albany Road (land off), Desborough

A revised plan has been submitted and provides for a vehicular access of a width of 4.5 metres which comes straight out onto Stoke Albany Road.

NCC Highways have been consulted on this revised plans and advised of no objections subject to conditions relating to materials, drainage and width and an informatives relating to works affecting existing highways and road space.

It is recommended that the following additional condition be attached:

C6 Within 6 months of the date of this permission the revised vehicular access shall be fully constructed in accordance with the details shown on the revised site layout proposals drg no 1317-1B received 10.12.2013.  This access shall have a width of 4.5 metres, shall be paved with a hard bound surface for the first 5 metres from the highway boundary and no surface water from the access shall discharge onto the highway.
REASON: In the interests of highway safety in accordance with policies 13 (d) and (n) of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

It is also recommended the following 2 informatives be added:-

1.  The applicant's attention is drawn to the fact that no works may commence within the existing highway without the express written permission of the local highway authority.  This planning permission does not give or imply such consent which may be forthcoming subject to the completion of an appropriate licence or agreement under the Highways Act 1980.  Any works within the highway shall comply with the local highway authority's standards and specifications.

2.  The applicant's attention is drawn to the Traffic Management Act 2004 where three month notice periods to allocate road space (for works within the highway) is required prior to the commencement of works.  Such notice cannot be submitted or commenced until the submission to, and approval in writing, of an appropriate license or Agreement by the local highway authority.
