To determine an application for review of a LICENSING ACT 2003 premises licence for EUROFOODS, 28A ROCKINGHAM ROAD, Kettering

A report was submitted which sought the Committee’s decision on an application for review of a Licensing Act 2003 Premises Licence.

Paul Maylunn on behalf of NCC Trading Standards Service attended the meeting and gave information regarding the review. The NCC Trading Standards Service had requested the review due to bad management and the operation of the business not adhering to the Licensing objectives.

Eurofoods had been selling contraband and illicit cigarettes, as well as selling to an underage test purchaser.  
Illicit was defined as those cigarettes which may be counterfeit and/or smuggled, and so not duty paid, and which do not bear the required picture warnings and written warnings in English. They are sold cheaply ‘under the counter’ harming legitimate businesses selling legal cigarettes and undermine the Government strategy on reducing smoking.

A list had been provided detailing the history of offences.  The committee were advised that when goods were seized, the premises were advised and warned on each occasion.

Further information was then provided to the committee under Regulation 14 of the Licensing Act (Hearings) 2005.

PC Kevin Murphy attended the meeting and gave details relating to the Police representation submitted.  PC Murphy advised the committee that the Police were in full support of the review brought by Trading Standards.  
PC Murphy reported that he had personally visited the premises in July 2012.  He spoke to Mr Ahmadi to explain the licensing objectives in great lengths as he had just taken over the business.

PC Murphy asked the committee to give serious consideration to revoking the Premises Licence, as it was clear that Mr Ahmadi was not adhering to the conditions of the licence. 

A representation from a local resident had been received regarding their concerns relating to the premises.

Mr Arasi Ahmadi, assisted by Mr Rameed, attended the meeting and gave further information to the committee.  Mr Ahmadi admitted to the offences that had been provided by NCC Trading Standards.
The Committee entered discussions as they felt necessary with the relevant parties.

The Chair advised the attendees of the meeting that due to the length of the meeting and time needed to consider the information in order to make a determination, the written determination would be served forthwith within five working days under Regulation 26(2) of the Licensing Act 2003 (Hearings) (Regulations 2005).
After consideration to all the information provided, it was
RESOLVED
that the Premises Licence for Eurofoods be revoked.
