The Old Filter House, Cransley Eco Park, Eagle Lane, Cransley

Officer Update and Revised Recommendation:

The LPA  has received a copy of the applicant's response to the comments made by the Environment Agency regarding the Flood Risk Assessment, as well as a copy of a report undertaken by an engineer pursuant to the Reservoirs Act 1975, inspecting the condition of the former Reservoir. The Environment Agency have said that they were not able to respond to the additional information before this Committee.

The additional information received considers the residual risk of dam breach. In summary: there would be a greater risk if there is no on site presence that the conversion of the former filter house to a dwelling offers; the applicant has owned the reservoir and site for 5 years and has arranged for inspection and maintenance, with the significant assistance from the on site presence of a former Anglian Water employee who is soon expected to be unable to continue to do this.

Revised Recommendation:

That the resolution of the issue of Flood risk is delegated to the Head of Development Services for officers to determine following receipt of a response from the EA to the additional information received 28/04/14. If LPA Officers judge that planning permission can be issued subject to the conditions stated and any further conditions deemed necessary to respond to the flood risk issue, then to issue a conditional approval or to refuse as Officers may judge (taking account of the advice received and all the material considerations.

Westhill Development, Northampton Road (land off), Kettering

Officer Update:

For Phase 1 the applicant has agreed to submitting a separate ARM application for landscaping which needs to be amended. Accordingly, landscaping has been removed as a reserved matter as part of this scheme.  Future applications for landscaping will need to ensure that planting adjacent to highways, is low level, low maintenance shrub planting in the interests of highway visibility and visual amenity.

KBC Housing support this application. RSL provider Orbit have agreed to the housing mix and types. 

NCC Highways: The swept paths drawing shows that the refuse vehicle can make all manoeuvres on the site; all integral garages to have internal dimensions of  3.3 metres width and 6 metres length.

In response to the comment from Highways, revised floor plans have been submitted for 3 further house types. All integral and detached garages for the scheme now meet these minimum internal dimensions. (condition 9 not now required)

One further additional plan has been submitted which shows the boundary treatment which is required for noise attenuation purposes.  Environmental Health have raised no objections to this plan, subject to development being carried out in accordance and this is covered by condition.

The following changes to the recommended conditions- 

Condition 9 (garage size) is now no longer required. Conditions 4 (allotments).and 8 (bats) are not now required as confirmed that these are covered under the original outline condition (KET/2006/0541). 

Condition 7 amended to read as follows:

'The development hereby approved shall only be undertaken in accordance with the Walker Beak Mason Technical Noise 4230, dated 4th December 2013 and the Boundary Treatments for Noise Attenuation Purposes Plan (drg no. RDC925-116) received 25.04.2014 and the Layout Phase 1 Plan (drg no LLC925-110 Rev T) received 11.04.2014.'

An extra condition is proposed to overcome noise issues:-

'No dwelling house hereby approved shall be occupied until plots 47 - 61 and 172 - 206 inclusive as shown on the Phase 1 Site Layout drg no LLC925Rev T received 11.04.2014, have been constructed to at least a watertight shell condition (walls, roof, windows and doors).

Condition 10 (swift and house martin boxes) in the recommendation needs rewording to specify the plot numbers 40, 41, 84, 85, 86, 87, 88, 89, 110 and 111 to which this condition applies.  

The following additional conditions are recommended:-

Notwithstanding drawing number LLC925-116 'Surface Treatments' received on 07.04.2014, prior to the commencement of development, details of hard surfacing materials for the development shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  Development shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved details

Notwithstanding drawing number RDC925-115 'Materials Plan' received 07.04.2012, prior to the commencement of development, samples of all external materials shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  Development shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved details.
