Plan received on 07/11/2014 showing vehicular visibility splays for west and east accesses. West access complies with NCC requirements, although east access cannot fully comply, as discussed in report, due to need to retain the historic boundary wall and safeguard the heritage character.

Response received from Local Wildlife Trust on 07/11/2014 which states that they have no further concerns with the report by Conservation Consultants. A condition requiring the existing trees on site to be removed before the next bird nesting season is recommended.

               

A further condition is proposed to ensure that the external wall for Plot 6 is retained. The condition states:

This permission does not permit the demolition of any part of the existing stone wall that will be incorporated into Plot 6 except that indicated on the approved plan 544/11B. The remaining part shall be retained and incorporated in the new structure in accordance with the approved plan.

REASON:  To protect the architectural and historic interest of the building in accordance with Policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

Note to applicants: This permission is for the conversion of existing structures on site and does not permit the demolition and complete rebuilding of the structures to be retained as indicated on drawing 544/05C.

Planning Conditions

Condition 2 – a plan has been received from the agent to show the land which will serve the AD plant. The condition will be updated as follows:

The anaerobic digester facility hereby permitted shall be run on 100% maize or wheat farm crop only, that is grown on the surrounding farm holding known as the Cranford Estate as shown on plan KET/2014/0538-4, and shall not use any other material, or material grown elsewhere beyond the confines of the Estate.

Further Consultee Responses

NCC Archaeology  

No further investigation is needed. The report submitted with the application needs to be submitted to the County Historic Environment Record. 

Environment Agency

No further application comments, only observations about the proposal and objections. In summary:

With regard to concerns about pollution the EA is satisfied that the existing plant reaches the required standards. Farmers are bound by the Code of Agricultural Practice when spreading organic manure to minimise pollution. Any pollution would attract the enforcement action of the EA. 

Concerns about hazardous substances appear to be unfounded. Feedstock will be organic and fully degradable. Methane production is part of the process. There is always a potential for odour if plant is not well managed. 

Analysis of digestate material produced from the existing AD plant showed barely detectable levels of PTE (potentially toxic elements), 40 times lower than acceptable.  

Report Clarification 

Page 43 of the agenda, paragraph 4 – this states that no complaints about the existing plant have been received from Environment Health or the Environment Agency. This statement relates to the existing plant at Home Farm only.
