For clarification, as proposal fronts onto Cransley Hill, it is located adjacent to 44 High Street and 1 Cransley Hill. 

As Amended plans, dated 02 February 2015, have been received which include information of many details sought previously, the following changes to conditions are appropriate:

Condition 3 amended to read:

In accordance with samples first shown to and approved by the Local Planning Authority, materials to be used are as follows:

 - Walls, including chimney stack, shall be faced in random coursed sand ironstone laid in the traditional manor using lime mortar; 
 - Lintols, cills and corbels to be natural limestone, 
 - Roof covering: natural blue/ black slate
 - Alutec gutters on rise and fall brackets are to be used. Development shall not proceed other than in accordance with the approved materials.
Reason: In accordance with visual amenity and to enhance the appearance of the Conservation Area. 

Condition 4 to be amended to read

Prior to insertion of windows or external doors, joinery sections of these elements shall have been submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority
Reason: To ensure the appearance of the dwelling enhances the character or appearance of the Conservation Area of which this site is a part.

Condition 5 Amended to read:

The development hereby permitted shall not be occupied or the use commence whichever is sooner until the external site layout as shown on amended plan 3128.15.02A has been provided on the development. The materials and appearance for a) the proposed bin store; b) the SUD paving, and c) the side and rear boundary walls (including height and wall coping) and any other or boundary treatment, d) frontage planting (including species), shall be in accordance with details that shall have been first submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority. The parking space shown as incidental to the occupation of the dwelling, shall be kept available at all times for parking and no outward opening gates shall be erected where this space fronts the highway.

Reason: To ensure that the external areas are laid out and available in the interest of visual and residential amenity and highway safety.

Condition 7: 

Delete at start the words: "Unless otherwise agreed"

Update for KET/2014/0653 and KET/2014/0654

Turnstone Ecology has written a letter addressing the ecology concerns as outlined in the Committee report.  Their comments have been summarised as follows:

A desk top study has not been completed, although best practice, the Wildlife Trust has not outlined the need for completing this survey.  It is Turnstone Ecology's opinion that had this survey been undertaken it would not impact the conclusions of the submitted ecology report.  The application site is scrub habitat in an agriculturally dominated environment and the proposal would not affect non-statutory or designated wildlife sites. 

The current Local BAP Plan was consulted when writing the Phase 1 Ecology Report.

The rare plant species noted in the Phase 1 survey does not occur within the footprint of the agricultural buildings. 

The onsite pond, with potential for Great Crested Newts, is located approximately 100m from the application site.  Mitigation, if required, can be secured via condition and any strategy would be agreed with Natural England as part of the necessary European Protected Species Licence.  There is sufficient remaining land on-site for a mitigation strategy to be implemented. 

An additional condition to conserve and enhance ecology is required as outlined below: 

The development hereby permitted shall be carried out in accordance with the recommendations and mitigation as outlined in the submitted Ecological Survey Report dated August 2014.
REASON:  To conserve and enhance ecology in accordance with policy 13(o) of the CSS.
