The Leader of the Council welcomed the Mayor's announcement in relation to the Holocaust Memorial Commemoration, commenting that the event had been very well attended and thought-provoking.

The Leader also welcomed the delivery of managed growth in the Borough, and commended the work that was being carried out with the third sector.

BUDGET PROPOSALS 2016/16: GENERAL FUND, HOUSING REVENUE ACCOUNT AND CAPITAL

A report was submitted which reported to Council the recommendations from the Executive Committee to enable the Council to make a formal decision in relation to each of the following:-

· The Revised General Fund budget 2014/15;

· The General Fund Budget 2015/16;

· The Capital Programme 2014– 2020;

· The Council Tax level for 2015/16; and

· The Housing Revenue Account budget 2015/16

It was noted that as part of the formal budget setting process, the Council must approve a statutory Council Tax Resolution which combined the precepts for all the precepting authorities in Kettering Borough (ie the County Council, Kettering Borough Council, Police Authority, Town and Parish Councils) and provided a legal basis upon which to issue Council Tax bills and collect the amounts due.


The Portfolio Holder for Finance thanked the Strategic Management Team, the Acting Head of Finance and officers for their support in presenting the budget, and drew Council's attention to the report in respect of comments made throughout the budget consultation, which had been ongoing since 14th January.

A balanced budget was presented to Council. The Portfolio Holder for Finance explained to members that, in the last five years, over £6.8m of savings had been made, which represented a significant achievement. However, he Council could not afford to become complacent. A further £1.58m of savings was required for 2015/16. Nevertheless, he was confident that these savings could be delivered.

The Portfolio Holder for Finance summarised the highlights of the 2015/15 budget:-
· A 0% increase in Council Tax for the 5th year running (representing a 13.6% reduction when inflation was taken into account)

· No cuts to voluntary sector funding

· No cuts to front-line services

In addition, the reduction in car parking charges would be maintained for a further year, with the addition of further disabled parking spaces in Wadcroft car park and at strategic places around the pedestrianised area in Kettering Town Centre.  Free parking days would be maintained as last year, with the addition of a further day on 6th June to coincide with Kettfest and the Teenage Market.  The Community Fund would be maintained in 2015/16 at £40k.  £251k had been earmarked for continued investment in Kettering Town Centre, including the installation of bollards.


The Portfolio Holder for Finance summarised the Council's achievements, which included:-

· The Yards development in Market Street

· Service Level Agreement funding

· £45k for the Women's Cycle Tour

· £225k over three years for Superfast Broadband

· Opening of a Credit Union office in Customer Services

· A seating area outside Costa Coffee in the High Street

· The Purple Flag initiative

· Support for Small Business Saturday

· The Freedom of the Borough march

· Social Media

· Success in securing funding for Junction 10A of the A14

· A new waste recycling facility at the Depot

The Portfolio Holder for Finance stressed that there were challenging times ahead if the Council was to maintain a durable budget in future years, as it would become more difficult to identify efficiency savings and more emphasis would have to be placed on lobbying and self-sufficiency.  He assured councillors and members of the public that the Council would continue to work hard to give the people of the Borough an improved way of life in the future.

The Leader of the Opposition indicated that he declined to submit an alternative budget. However, he made the following comments on the budget proposals:-
· The housing conference had been very useful and he was pleased to see continuing priorities in Housing

· There were risks associated with a fifth year of 0% increase in Council Tax. This would leave the collection base at a low level, which could impact on services
· Uncertainty over New Homes Bonus and Business Rates could leave the Council exposed in the future
· The Council had done well, as government grant funding had been drastically reduced, but there was uncertainty as to how much more would be cut from the budget in future years

· The Public Accounts Select Committee had stated that councils' financial stability was being put at great risk following the cuts in government grants
· The select committee had determined a failure of leadership in the DCLG
· Central government did not realise the impact of cuts on some local authorities, which were at great risk of financial instability

· Although it was acknowledged Kettering Borough Council were working hard to help and advise people, there were still concerns about homelessness and the increasing reliance on foodbanks

· Cuts in Council services impacted on other public service providers, eg the NHS and Social Services

· The Public Accounts Select Committee had found that Councils were unable to plan ahead, as they had no idea of how much money they would have to spend in the future, and more robustness and certainty had been asked for, especially around New Homes Bonus

During debate on the budget, members thanked staff for presentations made at geographical forums during the consultation period.  Various issues were discussed, including car parking charges; funding available for town and parish councils; grants to voluntary organisations and central government spending/taxation.
In conclusion to the debate, Councillor Jelley was thanked for his presentation of the budget.

EAST KETTERING SUSTAINABLE URBAN EXTENSION

Councillor Jonathan Bullock asked the Deputy Leader of the Council the following question:-

"Is the Executive confident that the sewage issues of the East Kettering development will be satisfactorily resolved?"
The Deputy Leader responded as follows:-

"There is already a comprehensive plan which has been drawn up by the developers and agreed with Anglian Water and the Environment Agency, which is included in the collaboration agreements between developers. Technical work on the details is ongoing as are discussions between landowners and Anglian Water."
Councillor Bullock asked the following supplementary question:
"Are you aware that in the document "East Kettering Explained" it proposes that the drainage network would run by gravity to the low point on-site in the South East corner of the development? There is a case in Cranford where sewage will run over land, so that the owner cannot put down horses and the land cannot be grown on, which is totally different to what is said in the leaflet."
Councillor Bunday (for Councillor Lamb) responded as follows:

"If Councillor Bullock had attended the Members' Information Evening on 24th February he could have been given the answer to this question by officers.  I will follow up and liaise directly with Councillor Bullock".

Councillor Jonathan Bullock asked the Deputy Leader of the Council the following question:-


"Has the Executive engaged in any lobbying of the Government over the HS2 rail scheme and its implications for Kettering?"
The Deputy Leader of the Council responded as follows:-

"Councillor Bullock will be aware of the Task and Finish Group which set out to understand the implications for the Borough of HS2 going ahead.
