Condition numbers 17, 18, 19 and 25 have been amended, as follows:

17.  The rating level of noise emissions from the combined effects of the wind turbines which are subject of this consent, when determined in accordance with the attached Guidance Notes, shall not exceed the values for the relevant integer wind speeds set out in Tables 1 and 2, as appended to this report. 
REASON: In the interests of protecting the occupiers of nearby dwellings in accordance with Policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

(The tables have been appended to this update for clarification)

18.  No wind turbine shall be operated on the site until a scheme to monitor compliance with the (condition 18) noise limits, has been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The scheme shall be carried out in accordance with the approved details. 
REASON: In the interests of protecting the occupier of the nearby dwellings in accordance with Policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

19.  Within 21 days from receipt of a written request by the Local Planning Authority, which sets out the date and time of noise disturbance alleged in a complaint by the occupier of a dwelling which lawfully exists or has planning permission at the date of this permission, the wind farm operator shall, at its own expense, employ a consultant approved by the Local 

Planning Authority, to assess the rating level of noise emissions from the wind farm at the dwelling, in accordance with a protocol, that has been agreed in writing by the Local Planning Authority, and in accordance with the procedures described in the attached Guidance Notes. The assessment shall consider compliance with noise limits, that are set out in (Condition 18) Tables 1 and 2, under a range of meteorological and operational conditions which the Local Planning Authority has agreed, in writing, is representative of the conditions which prevailed when the alleged disturbance occurred. The operator will arrange for the turbines not to be operated as may be necessary for the purposes of the investigation. Any data provided to the Local Planning Authority, in accordance with the noise conditions, shall be provided in comma separated values in electronic format. The operator shall carry out this investigation and report to the Local Planning Authority within 28 days of such a request or other such period as the Local Planning Authority approves. If or where the rating level of noise emissions is in excess of those specified in this consent the operator shall immediately take such action as may be necessary, including ceasing to operate any or all of the turbines.
REASON: In the interests of protecting the occupiers of nearby dwellings in accordance with Policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy. 

25.  In the event that contamination is found when carrying out the approved development, which was not previously identified, it must be reported in writing within 3 days of discovery to the Local Planning Authority. An investigation and risk assessment must be undertaken by the applicant, in a timescale to be first agreed in writing with the Local Planning Authority and where remediation is necessary a remediation scheme must be prepared which shall first be approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. 
REASON: To reduce the risk to all receptors to acceptable levels and ensure that the site is suitable for its proposed use and to safeguard the environment of the area, in accordance with policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

Further objections received from 27, 29 & 31 Copelands Road:

The comments received reiterate original objections submitted during the application's initial consultation period - these are covered in the Committee Report.  Furthermore it has been stated that the scheme should now be looked at as a two-bedroom bungalow as it is too large to be classed as an annexe.  It has also been raised that a covenant may exist on the land that restricts development until such time that all of the garage units on-site are in sole ownership, which currently is not the case.  It has also been questioned whether the applicant is able to erect a boundary treatment adjacent to a garage that is not in their ownership. 

Officer response:

The application is for an annexe that would be directly connected to the existing main dwellinghouse.  The proposed Condition 3 specifies that permission would be granted for an annexe that shall not be occupied other than as part of the single residential use of the dwelling known as 31 Copelands Road.  In respect to a potential covenant that may exist on the application site, this is not a material planning consideration that needs to be taken into account in the determination of this application; this instead constitutes a private civil matter.  In respect to boundary treatment adjacent to the garage, the applicant would be able to erect this without planning permission as it is under 2m in height and positioned away from the public highway.
