This application as submitted proposes a junction with substandard visibility for and to emerging drivers when considering existing vehicle speeds at a point   where vehicular movements would be significantly intensified by the development in close proximity to a pedestrian crossing creating a potential source of highway danger.

In addition, the effect of the proposed narrowing on existing on-street parking and servicing facilities would put pressure on any remaining parking facilities with the potential displacement of parking to inappropriate locations in close proximity to a road junction a pedestrian crossing.

2.
By reason of its layout, proposed built form and lack of landscaping details, the proposal pays insufficient regard to the form of the village and its visual character.  As such, it would be detrimental to the street scene and the reasonable amenity of existing and proposed occupiers, contrary to Policies 47 and RA3 of the adopted Local Plan for Kettering Borough.

The omission of the impact of the development within North Northants/ Leicester/other areas should be rectified, prior to any planning permission being considered.

(ii)
Countryside recreation areas need to be considered in terms of the whole North Northants Growth Area.

(iii)
The Environmental Statement accompanying the applications should be expanded to consider the interaction of the proposed development with the wider growth area, especially Kettering and Wellingborough.  The use of age/ population profile for future residents of Priors Hall, based on Milton Keynes, does not reflect the attraction to the area based on job opportunities, likely demand for housing in North Northants.

Further information is required, e.g. on the 2.4 persons per household assumptions made about household size.

(iv)
That the Joint Working arrangements for North Northants are to be used to inform Corby Borough Council, East Northants District Council, Catalyst Corby, and the Secretary of State on the location requirements for a development of the size proposed, and its affect on infrastructure (including transport modal split), potential directions of growth and the preferred strategic planning choices of Kettering Borough Council.

The scheme of delegation as it related to the determination of planning applications be amended to the following:-




Head of Development Services




To determine all planning applications and applications for advertisement consent, listed building consent and conservation area consent and to comment on those referred to the Council by neighbouring authorities, except where:-



(a)
a ward member requests in writing to the Head of Development Services, prior to the expiry of the publicity/notification period that a proposal within their ward should be the subject of consideration by the relevant committee.



(b)
the proposal, if approved, would constitute, in the opinion of the Head of Development Services, a material departure from the Local Plan and approval is recommended;



(c)
the proposal has been the subject of a written material planning objection(s) within the relevant stipulated time span, which has not been resolved to the satisfaction of the Head of Development Services through negotiation and/or the imposition of condition(s), approval is recommended and the Planning Chairs’ Panel agree with the Head of Development Services that the proposal will be reported to committee;



(d)
the proposal is substantively supported by a statutory consultee (including town/parish councils), refusal is recommended and the Planning Chairs’ Panel agree with the Head of Development Services that the proposal will be reported to committee;



(e)
the proposal is known to be submitted by, or on behalf of, an elected member of the authority (or their spouse /partner) or by any member of the Council’s staff (or their spouse/partner).



2.
The scheme of delegation be amended to include the following delegation to the Head of Development Services:




To agree to enter into new, or amend existing, legal agreements in respect of proposed developments where the Head of Development Services and the Head of Legal and Democratic Services agree that the content of such an agreement will be substantially similar to an existing agreement.



3.
The new scheme be reviewed after one year.
