Under the terms of the Local Government Act 1972, Section 75, this power 
rests with the council of the district in which the parish is situated where the 
Parish Council concerned submits a request.

2.3
Members may be aware that Great Cransley refers to the entire area which 
the Parish comprises. Little Cransley is part of the area covered by Broughton 
Parish Council.

No request has been received for a change to Parish boundaries, which would 
necessitate a Community Governance Review under the terms of the Local 
Government Public Involvement in Health Act 2007.
