APPLICATIONS FOR PLANNING PERMISSION

The Committee considered the following applications for planning permission which were set out in the Head of Development Services Report and which were supplemented by a committee sheet update and verbally at the meeting.  


The report included details of applications and, where applicable, results of statutory consultations and representations which had been received from interested bodies and individuals, and the Committee reached the following decisions:-

Full Application: Upgrade of construction access to form temporary access road and utilities to serve Parcel PS4 at East Kettering Development – Parcel PS4, Cranford Road (land off), Barton Seagrave for Mr A Wordie, Alledge Brook LLP

	Decision

An update was presented to the committee which noted that a revised plan had been received as requested, detailing an additional lighting column at the junction access with Cranford Road. Conditions 1 and 4 had been updated accordingly. In addition Condition 5 had been amended to reflect the requirement for two satellite dishes rather than one for the site. 
The application sought permission for the upgrade of the existing construction access to form a temporary access road and utilities to serve parcel PS4 until 31st August 2016.

If approved, the access road would feature three passing bays and four lighting columns all under the control of the applicant. The maintenance of the road and lighting columns was covered by Condition 6 and programme of maintenance was to be agreed. The temporary pick up / drop off area is to be retained and is covered by condition 7. A 20mph speed limit would be imposed on the road although as it is a private road it is up to NCC Education to monitor and regulate. That section along Cranford Road would have a speed limit of 30mph and the existing Traffic Regulation Order would require extension. 

The committee noted that following the expiration of the temporary period, the temporary road and access would be removed with the permanent access and road to the school being the infill road previously approved by committee.
It was agreed that planning permission be APPROVED subject to the following conditions:-


1. The development shall be carried out in accordance with the following amended plans:

(i)     Surface Water Discharge received 29th June 2015

(ii)     Mobile Lighting Tower Details received 17th June 2015

(iii)   Tank Details Issue C received 17th June 2015
(iv)   Surface Water Outfall Model E02 Rev C14 received 29th June 2015

(v)     Proposed Temporary Access Road (SK)60 Rev D received 22nd July   2015

(vi) Proposed Temporary Car Park Access & Cross Section (SK)61 Rev B  received 17th June 2015

(vii) Proposed Temporary Cycle Shelter with Generator and Gas Tank Base Locations (SK)62 received 29th June 2015

(viii) Responses to Supplementary Questions received 29th June 2015
2. This permission shall be limited to a period expiring on 31/08/2016. At or before the expiration of this period the use of the access, road and temporary utilities hereby permitted shall be permanently discontinued and the site reinstated to the approved layout drawing ref. (90) 02 rev E in accordance with the reinstatement strategy received on 29/06/15.

3. No vehicles making deliveries to or from the site shall enter or leave the site, and no plant or machinery shall be operated, except between the hours of 0700 and 1800 hours Mondays to Fridays and between 0800 and 1600 hours on Saturdays. There shall be no deliveries, or operation of plant or machinery, on Sundays or recognised public holidays. 

4. The mobile lighting towers as shown on Drawing (SK)60 Rev D shall be sited and operational between the months of October 2015 and April 2016 inclusive.
5. Notwithstanding the submitted plans, the location of two satellite dishes (each with a maximum diameter of 1200mm, circular in shape and in a neutral colour) can be positioned to the northern side of the roof slope above the kitchen/plant room and hidden behind the high level parapet. 

6. Prior to the 30th September 2015, a programme for the maintenance of the access road and the lighting serving the access road shall be submitted to and approved by the Local Planning Authority.

7. The area hatched as ‘Edge of area for use as contractors compound and later for temporary parking’ on drawing (90)02 rev E received 29/06/2015, shall be retained for temporary parking and drop off/pick up facilities in accordance with a programme of details to be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority prior to the 31/08/2016. The details shall include a timetable for its implementation and cessation of use.

The committee noted that the only considerations for the application were amenity and highways and public safety and that the application, if approved would be subject to standard advertisement conditions.
It was agreed that planning permission be APPROVED subject to the following conditions:-


1. This consent shall be for a limited period of five years from the date of this notice, on or before which date the display shall be permanently discontinued.

2. No advertisement is to be displayed without the permission of the owner of the site or any other person with an interest in the site entitled to grant permission.

3. No advertisement shall be sited or displayed so as to:-

a)  Endanger persons using any highway, railway, waterway, dock, harbour or aerodrome (civil or military)

b)  Obscure, or hinder the ready interpretation of, any traffic sign, railway signal or aid to navigation by water or air, or

c) Hinder the operation of any device used for the purposes of security or surveillance or for measuring the speed of any vehicle

4. Any advertisement displayed and any site used for the display of advertisements, shall be maintained in a condition that does not impair the visual amenity of the site.

5. Any structure or hoarding erected or used principally for the purpose of displaying advertisements shall be maintained in a condition that does not endanger the public.

6. Where an advertisement is required under the Regulations to be removed, the site shall be left in a condition that does not endanger the public or impair visual amenity.
