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2. INFORMATION
2.1
A request has been received from the Kettering Branch of the Royal British Legion for a Kettering Borough Councillor to be appointed to its Committee.  The Branch meets monthly at the Talbot Inn, Meadow Road, Kettering.
2.2
The Royal British Legion is a Registered Charity and is the national custodian of Remembrance, safeguarding the memory of those who fought and died in conflict.  It provides lifelong support for the Armed Forces Community, serving men and women, veterans and their families.  The Kettering Branch is the organiser of local events such as Remembrance Day and Armed Forces Day and it also supports a variety of the Council’s Civic Events throughout the year.

2.3
In July 2014 the Royal British Legion was invited to participate in the march to commemorate the awarding of Freedom of the Borough to the Royal Anglian Regiment.  More recently, the RBL has organised events such as the VJ day 70th anniversary.
2.4
In March 2013 Kettering Borough Council signed up to the Armed Forces Community Covenant, which sought to clarify existing policy regarding services available for the armed forces.  The Covenant can be described as a moral obligation between the nation, the Government and the Armed Forces and the aim is to encourage local communities to support the Armed Forces Community in their area and promote understanding and awareness amongst the public of the issues they face.
3. POLICY IMPLICATIONS

The appointment of a Kettering Borough Council representative to the Royal British Legion (Kettering Branch) demonstrates the Council’s ongoing commitment to the Armed Forces Community and is in accordance with the principles of the Armed Forces Community Covenant.

The appointment will strengthen the Council’s links with the Armed Forces Community through participation in events, joint projects and other forms of engagement.
