BUDGET PROPOSALS 2016/17: GENERAL FUND, CAPITAL PROGRAMME AND HOUSING REVENUE ACCOUNT
Richard Bowles attended the meeting and outlined his concerns regarding the rise in parish precepts, particularly Desborough with a rise from £67k to £350k. The Mayor thanked him for his contribution. 

A report was submitted which reported to Council the recommendations from the Executive Committee to enable the Council to make a formal decision in relation to each of the following:-

· The Revised General Fund budget 2015/16;

· The General Fund Budget 2016/17;

· The Capital Programme 2015– 2020;

· The Council Tax level for 2016/17; and

· The Housing Revenue Account budget 2016/17

It was noted that as part of the formal budget setting process, the Council must approve a statutory Council Tax Resolution which combined the precepts for all the precepting authorities in Kettering Borough (ie the County Council, Kettering Borough Council, Police Authority, Town and Parish Councils) and provided a legal basis upon which to issue Council Tax bills and collect the amounts due.


The Portfolio Holder for Finance thanked the Strategic Management Team, the Head of Finance and officers for their support in presenting the budget.

A balanced budget was presented to Council. The Portfolio Holder for Finance explained to members that, in the last six years, over £8.4m of savings had been made, which represented a significant achievement. However, he Council could not afford to become complacent. A further £1.52m of savings was required for 2016/17. Nevertheless, she was confident that these savings could be delivered.

The Portfolio Holder for Finance summarised the highlights of the 2016/17 budget:-
· A 0% increase in Council Tax for the 6th year running 

· No cuts to voluntary sector funding

· No cuts to front-line services

In addition, the reduction in car parking charges would be maintained for a further year.  Free parking days would be maintained as last year.

The Portfolio Holder for Finance summarised the Council's achievements over the last year, which included, inter alia, :-

· The pedestrianisation of the town centre
· The development of the Yards

· Hosting the Womens Cycle Tour 

The Portfolio Holder for Finance stressed that there were challenging times ahead if the Council was to maintain a durable budget in future years, as it would become more difficult to identify efficiency savings and more emphasis would have to be placed on lobbying and self-sufficiency.  Significant changes to the Business Rates system and others was also on the horizon.  She assured councillors and members of the public that the Council would continue to work hard to give the people of the Borough an improved quality of life in the future.

The Opposition put forward an alternative budget, the main points being: -

· Proposing to build 10 new houses,  funded from the Housing Revenue account
· Reducing car parking charges to 50p per day on Saturdays 
· Webcasting of meetings 
· Proposing the introduction of a Hardship Fund to help disabled residents

· Carrying out a feasibility study for a replacement  swimming pool
· Increasing street cleaning in residential areas by 10%

· Creating an additional post of Part Time Dog Warden 

· Using the contingency fund and raising council tax by 1.5%
During debate on the budget, members thanked staff for their continued excellent hard work in delivering a balanced budget.  Various issues were discussed, including Council Tax increases, car parking charges; new homes; Kettering Swimming Pool and central government spending/taxation.
