The Council and its Committees
	The Council

Kettering Borough Council comprises 36 councillors who are elected for a period of four years.  All councillors are involved in making decisions at meetings of the Council. 

The Executive Committee
Members of the Executive cannot make decisions by themselves, but they take the lead in making sure that the executive committee, other councillors and local people are kept informed.  The Executive Committee usually meets once a month.  It publishes the agenda for its meetings and the record of its decisions is available on the Council’s website.  Local people have the right to attend meetings and to ask to have their say before the Committee comes to a decision.  The Executive’s decisions cannot be implemented until the Scrutiny Committees have been given a chance to call-in the decision.  A decision can be called in if enough members of the committee think that the Executive Committee has taken the wrong decision.

All members of the Executive Committee are given portfolios.  These cover a group of subjects that are related, like finance and the environment.  Each report to the Executive Committee may fall under one or more areas of portfolio responsibility. Members of the Executive Committee and their areas of responsibility are:

The Scrutiny Committees

Members of the Executive Committee cannot also be members of the Scrutiny Committees.   Scrutiny Committees review and/or scrutinise decisions taken or proposed.  They can make recommendations to the Council or the Executive Committee and assist the Council and the Executive by carrying out an in-depth analysis of policy and research issues.  Each Scrutiny Committee has terms of reference setting out the areas of work and can set up task and finish groups to carry out a particular piece of work.   
	A summary of what each of the Scrutiny Committees does is given below.

Monitoring and Audit Committee

This Committee scrutinises the Council’s performance in relation to its finances, assets and capital programme.  It also receives reports from the District Auditor and internal audit, making suggestions for improvements in practices.  It monitors and assesses the quality of service across the Council, making recommendations for improvements if necessary and publishes information on the Council’s service performance.

Research and Development Committee

The Research and Development Committee identifies and promotes best practice in relation to service delivery.  It specifically contributes to the development of policies in relation to leisure and recreation, community regeneration, social inclusion, the protection and enhancement of the environment, health, housing and social care, public protection, lifelong learning and promotes the development of consultation and partnerships with external organisations. 

Other Committees

The Council also appoints other committees and consultation and partnership forums.  These are :-

· The Standards Advisory Committee (promoting high standards of conduct and overview of complaints about councillors)

· The Planning Policy Committee and Planning Committee (considering planning policy issues and determining planning applications. 

· The Joint Planning Committee (planning policy issues in partnership with North Northamptonshire Councils)

· The Licensing Committee (licensing in respect of taxis and entertainment)

· The Employment Committee, the Appeals Committee and the Appointments Committee (dealing with employment issues)

· Consultation and Partnership Forums (to consult with town and parish councils and others to improve the well-being of the Borough).
