Members will be aware that the original plans provided parking for two vehicles within the application site. Members will also be aware that the design of Block 1 was amended so that it would provide a better reflection of the character of the street scene and that this resulted in the loss of one proposed parking space. No comments have been received to the amendment. 

Following late comments received from the Highway Authority amended plans were received on 21/10/2013 which increased the width of the access to 4.5 metres. To achieve the wider access both the refuse storage area and the cycle store have been relocated within the site. As a result of this amendment Condition 2 has been updated as follows:

The development hereby permitted shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved plans and details shown on drawing number 3124.13.05 received by the Local Planning Authority on 27/08/2013 and drawing number 3124.13.03 received by the Local Planning Authority on 21/10/2013.
REASON: In the interest of visual amenity in accordance with policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy. 

Condition 8 has also been updated as follows:

Notwithstanding the approved plans prior to the commencement of the development hereby permitted full details of a scheme for a refuse storage area, including details of a means of enclosure, shall be submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority. The approved refuse storage area shall be erected in accordance with the approved scheme prior to first use of the development and shall be retained as approved thereafter.
REASON: In the interest of amenity and in accordance with policy 13 of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.

Concern expressed regarding the loss of the sycamore tree on the boundary of the site with no. 132 London Road.  Also, the application shows the site boundary bisecting a semi-detached brick built shed.  If half the shed were to be demolished then the remaining half belonging to no.132 would be left insecure.  

Officer's response:

The report records that there are trees on the boundary, and imposes a condition (condition 5) for root barriers to be used to protect these trees.  The submitted plans show that the brick built shed is to be retained and condition 2 secures that the development is carried out in accordance with the plans.  Boundary treatment is shown on the submitted plans but final details can be secured by condition.

A further condition is proposed to secure final boundary treatment details, as follows:

The development shall not be first occupied until the approved scheme has been fully implemented in accordance with the approved details.

REASON:  In the interests of the amenities and privacy of the neighbouring properties in accordance with policy 13(L) of the North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.'
