Provision of Theatres within 45 minutes driving time of Kettering 
Within an hour's drive from Kettering the following theatres are available:

Kettering

The Masque at Latimer School holds 240 and is managed by Latimer Community Arts College.

Corby

The Willows Centre - around 500 seats with a varied programme of activities.

Wellingborough

The Castle seats a maximum of 495 in the main auditorium and charges £875 minimum for evening hire.

Market Harborough
118 seater owned by a trust providing 6 plays a year with various visits from touring productions.
Rugby Theatre

Henry Street, Rugby, CV21 ZQA England UK is an amateur society which owns its 313 seat Theatre.  It puts on ten live shows each year and shows films

Leicester

The Little Theatre is a 350 seat theatre owned by Leicester Drama Society and run on an entirely voluntary basis.

The Havmarket Theatre in Leicester currently provides for in-house productions, visiting companies, education outreach foyer exhibitions, singles nights and theatre club.  lt has 752 seats in the main auditorium and 120 in the studio.  lf all goes to plan it will be replaced in 2006 by a performing arts centre which will have a total capacity of just over a 1000 in a totally flexible venue allowing for very small productions or much larger ones.

The Phoenix Theatre is a 260 seat single auditorium which specialists in film and minority interest live performance.

De Montfort Hall - used for some dramatic productions, but mainly events and musical performances.  Capacities can range from approximately 1,400 / 1,600 (tiered seating) to 2,200 (standing).

Northampton

The Derogate Northampton capacity of 1,500 for classical concerts, with 1,200 seats for 'lyric' performances and has been run as a touring theatre since it opened.

The Roval Theatre Northampton has a capacity of 460 given the nature of the seating on the gallery benches.  It is a 'producing' house and is supported by workshop and wardrobe.  In 1927 it became home to the Northampton Repertory Players and has run as a producing house ever since, staging at least six 'in-house' productions each year

Roadmender

Capacity of main hall is 810 using the balcony for stand only events.

Roadmender boasts to performance stages, two galleries and several multi-purpose arts and conference rooms, specialises in performances which engage with young people.

Peterborough

The KEY Theatre

The auditorium seats 399 and has a unique atmosphere - providing both intimacy and an excellent view for all patrons.  The theatre programme is made up of 'home-grown' productions, national touring shows, local community productions and a full programme of one-off concerts.  There is disabled access, an infrared hearing system for the deaf and hard of hearing and there are also regular signed performances.  The theatre provides something for everybody and features a Youth Theatre, a studio and an active Theatre Club.

Oundle

The Stahl Theatre was opened in 1980.  It was formerly a Congregational Church and its conversion was made possible by a bequest to the School from an American 0.0., Rodolphe Stahl.  The consultant's brief was to design a theatre of professional standard that could be run by pupils.  It seats 264 on a single rake and over the years has improved its facilities to a very high standard, with the latest computerised lighting and sound equipment.
