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2.
INFORMATION
2.1 The draft Cycling Strategy and Master Plan was approved for consultation by the Planning Policy Committee on the 26th July 2004.  A list of the consultees appears at Appendix 1.  A total of thirteen representations have been received, a schedule of these appears at Appendix 2.

2.2 This schedule sets out the comments made, and offers an officer response to these comments.  It also proposes a series of changes to the draft document in light of the representations.

2.3 The consultation was reported to the Planning Policy Committee on 26th January 2005, where the Committee resolved to recommend that the Executive Committee adopt the amended Strategy and Master Plan as interim planning guidance.

3.
CONSULTATION AND CUSTOMER IMPACT
3.1 A public consultation was undertaken for a period of six-weeks, closing on 30th September 2004.  Copies of the document were distributed to the organisations listed at Appendix 1, it was also available on the Council’s website. In addition, the draft Strategy and Master Plan was reported to the Local Strategic Partnership on 9th September.

4.
POLICY IMPLICATIONS
4.1
The Cycling Strategy and Master Plan will form the basis for securing funding, from a number of sources, for cycling infrastructure improvements.  It is likely that the Master Plan in particular will evolve over time, as routes are investigated and implemented.

5.
FINANCIAL/RESOURCE IMPLICATIONS
5.1 While there are no direct financial implications for the Borough Council as a result of the Strategy, there is scope for the Council to make some capital contribution to the network in the future.  This may be required to secure ‘match’ funding from other sources in order to meet the targets set out in the Strategy.  This issue will need consideration in future budgetary decisions.

5.2 The Strategy and Master Plan will be used to obtain developer contributions and support other funding bids.
