APPLICATION FOR PUBLIC ENTERTAINMENT LICENCE 
FOR KETTERING RUGBY FOOTBALL CLUB, WAVERLEY 
ROAD, KETTERING (A1)


An application was submitted for a public entertainment licence 
for Kettering Rugby Football Club, Waverley Road, Kettering 
and the Committee’s instruction requested. 



It was noted that 43 letters of objection to the application had 
been received from 
residents of the area. It was also noted that 
the Police had no objection to the application.


Mr Colin Hobbs and Mr Peter Hallet, on behalf of the applicant, addressed the Committee in support of the application and requested that a condition be included in the application limiting the number of events to be held to 6 per annum, and it was noted that any doormen employed for public events would abide by the requirements of the Kettering, Corby and East Northants Registered Doormen Scheme.


The Committee sought further information on parking issues, access to the club and measures taken to deal with disorder.  


Mr Mark Rushforth, on behalf of the residents of the local area, addressed the Committee outlining the concerns of residents including noise, parking, vandalism and access by emergency vehicles.


Councillor Coleman submitted a petition from residents of Waverley Road and Beverley Road objecting to the application.  


Having considered the application it was 


RESOLVED

that the application be granted with the 



following conditions:

(i) the application be granted for a period of 6 months for the following hours:

Monday – Saturday 11am – 11pm

Sunday 12 noon – 10.30pm

and 

(ii) no more than 3 events be held within the 6 months of the licence, and 

(iii) a minimum of 10 working days notice be given to the Local Authority prior to an event taking place, thus allowing the Local Authority an opportunity to monitor the event.

The Committee also advised the applicant that it would welcome any move to reduce light pollution from the club.

Members of the public were advised of the availability of the out of hours service available by contacting Kettering 410333.

APPLICATION FOR RENEWAL OF PUBLIC ENTERTAINMENT LICENCE FOR MCKINLAY THEATRE, ST MARY’S ROAD, KETTERING (A2)    


An application was submitted for renewal of a Public Entertainment Licence for McKinlay Theatre, St Mary’s Road, Kettering and the Committee’s instructions requested.


It was noted that 8 letters of objection had been had been received in respect of the application. It was also noted that the Police had no objection to the application and the Community Beat Officer for the area would be contacting residents objecting to the application. 


Mr Edward Blair, the applicant, addressed the Committee advising that due to problems with car parking most events were held at weekends as Tresham Institute car park was available for patrons of the theatre. It was also noted that patrons were requested to be mindful of local residents on leaving the theatre.


Mr G Cockroft, a local resident, addressed the Committee outlining his main concerns of public safety, parking problems and noise.


Mr D Hughes, a local resident, addressed the Committee outlining his concerns of parking problems, noise and unsuitability of the theatre for some events.
