RESULT OF APPEAL AGAINST LICENSING COMMITTEE DECISION (A2)


A report was submitted to inform the Committee of an appeal against a Licensing Committee decision.


It was noted that at the Licensing Committee held on 13th September 2004 the Committee refused an application for both Hackney Carriage and Private Hire Drivers Licences. The refusal was based on the applicants previous conviction for driving a vehicle with excess alcohol and Home Office guidance relating to that conviction.


It was noted that an appeal against the decision was heard at Wellingborough Magistrates Court on 8th December 2004 and the ruling of the Court was to overturn the Committee’s decision and allow the licence application to be granted.


It was also noted that the Council had now lodged an appeal against the decision of the Magistrates Court. It was

APPLICATION FOR HACKNEY CARRIAGE DRIVERS 
LICENCE (C1) 



A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s instructions 
with respect to a Hackney Carriage Driver who has been 
convicted of a road traffic accident during the term of his 
Hackney Carriage Drivers Licence.



It was noted that the driver had been convicted of permitting a 
person to drive his vehicle without motor insurance to cover the 
use of that vehicle. As a result of this conviction 6 penalty points 
had been added to the drivers licence. It was noted that with two 
speeding fines in October 2002 and January 2004 the total 
penalty points on the drivers licence were now 12. 



The driver attended the meeting and outlined the reasons for the 
conviction.
