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2.
INFORMATION
2.1 The Local Government Act 2000 placed a statutory duty on local authorities to prepare a Community Plan that contributes to the achievement of sustainable development in the UK. It has been developed by Kettering Partnership and provides a framework to help us focus our energies and resources better on improving social, economic and environmental conditions. It highlights the key priorities and targets for Kettering Borough between 2005 and 2008 with the principal aim is to ensure that partners work together, avoid duplication and make sure that public money is spent wisely.

 2.2
The Plan has been prepared following extensive work since Spring 2004 by the six panels that form Kettering Partnership. Following comments received the document has been ‘finalised’ by Panel Chairs (May 13th) and LSP Executive (electronically by June 6th). 

2.3
 Partner organisations have their own formal methods of approving the document and an annual Action Plan will guide the process (commencing July 2005). Monitoring will be continuous with a written update prepared quarterly by the Community Partnerships Manager.

The FINAL LSP approved document will be available at 4.00pm on June 8th via www.kettering.gov.uk and the launch takes place at 12.00 noon on June 14th 2005 in the Newlands Centre.

A summary document is being prepared and will be available for Full Council on June 29th 2005.

CONSULTATION AND CUSTOMER IMPACT
3.1 
Consultation on the overall themes and priorities took place at the ‘State of the Borough debate’ in September 2004. 

3.2
Extensive and inclusive full public consultation took place between January 26th and March 6th 2005. A second public consultation on ‘targets’ only took place between March 24th and April 24th. The following methods were used:

· Press Releases at the start of both periods

· A display in the Newlands Centre for at least ten days on both occasions

· Staffing of the stand for at least one working day at a variety of times/days

· Kettering Borough Council website - 1360 downloads during the two periods

· Kettering Business Showcase (January 2005) - 500+ attendees

· Kettering Student Council & The Zone – discussion forums

· Kettering Travel Forum – round table discussion

· Kettering BME Conference - presentation on March 15th
· Kettering Healthy Living Conference ‘Keynote’ speech on April 19th 

· Northamptonshire’s LSP Network – round table discussion

· County Sustainability Forum – round table discussion

· Three e-mails to ALL LSP Panel and Executive members - 120+ members
· Presentation and extensive discussion at LSP Panel meetings & Executive
3.3
The finalised document will be taken to neighbourhood meetings for informing about what we are doing and how communities can contribute.
