A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s approval to 
amend the specification for hackney carriages and private hire 
vehicles.



It was noted that the Licensing Committee had previously 
agreed a new specification for hackney carriages to take effect 
from 1st April 2005, part of which was to allow the rear loading of 
wheelchairs into hackney carriages.



It was also noted that since details of the new specification had 
been circulated to the trade the response had been particularly 
negative. In view of these further representations being 
received it was felt that the Licensing Committee should 
reconsider the matter.



Mark Winspear (Alpha Taxi), Andy Foster (Kettering Taxi and 
Private Hire Association) and Mike Deely (KLM Taxis) 
addressed the Committee giving reasons to support that only 
side loading for wheel chairs in hackney carriages should be 
allowed in the Borough.



Graham Bale (Bales Private Hire) addressed the committee 
giving reasons why rear loading of wheelchairs into hackney 
carriages should be allowed.
