the Planning Policy Committee should consider and respond to detailed implementation issues on behalf of the Council;

agreement be given in principle that the equivalent of one full-time post from the Policy and Implementation Section can be seconded to Joint Strategic Planning Unit for an initial period of 12 months; and


(iv)
three members of the Planning Policy Committee be nominated to the proposed shadow Joint Planning Committee; and


(v)
the Council's Contract Procedure Rules in respect of tendering (and other associated rules) be waived to enable Baker Associates to be retained to complete the work outlined in the report.
REASONS:


The growth agenda for North Northants as a sub-regional area required a co-operative approach between planning authorities, particularly in the light of the creation of a Local Delivery Vehicle (as set out in 04.RD.2 above).

Under forthcoming legislation, the County Council would no longer have a spatial planning role, but would retain its minerals, waste disposal and transportation planning roles.  It was considered that all these functions were important aspects for delivering growth.

The proposed Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004, allows for a number of local planning authorities to establish a joint committee which will have planning powers and effectively become the local planning authority for the area and matters specified.

The proposals for joint working will ensure that important policy decisions for North Northamptonshire remain in the hands of democratically elected representatives. 

The main reason for waiving the Council's Contract Procedure Rules in respect of tendering was that the time constraints (set up in September 2004) mean that a further tender process is impractical and the existing contractor has the experience and knowledge to enable delivery of the service in accordance with the strict timetables that exist.

ALTERNATIVE OPTIONS CONSIDERED:

Baker Associates considered various ways of co-ordinating plan preparation by the local planning authorities, including consideration of joint working arrangements elsewhere in the country.

that the Capital Programme 2004-2007 be amended as follows:-


(i)
the 2005/06 capital budget of £100,000 for the replacement NNDR system be brought forward to 2004/05;


(ii)
the 2005/06 capital budget of £50,000 for the replacement DIPs system be brought forward to 2004/05;


(ii)
the 2005/06 capital budget of £22,000 for depot works be brought forward to 2004/05;


(iv)
the 2005/06 capital budget of £11,000 for the replacement railings at Rothwell Church be brought forward to 2004/05;


(v)
a new capital budget for £25,000 be established in 2004/05 for the replacement burial and cremation systems; and


(vi)
a new capital budget for £15,000 be established in 2004/05 to help fund the capital set-up costs of the Police Community Support Team.

REASONS:


To take account of events which had occurred which would have a material impact upon the funding of the Capital Programme and give greater flexibility in the overall programme.

NNDR System Replacement:
Operationally, the majority of this scheme and the required funding would now take place in the current year to get the system up and running in sufficient time.  Accordingly, it was considered very important that the funding be brought forward.

Document Image Processing:
Bringing forward the start date would enable the system to be in place to support the contact centre.

Depot:

To address potentially critical health and safety issues, identified as a result of the corporate health and safety audit and review undertaken in 2003/04, and to re-model the depot parking areas in order to accommodate new recycling vehicles and staff parking, and improve traffic flows.

Rothwell Churchyard railings:
To provide new railings in time for the 900th anniversary of the Rowell Charter and as requested by the A6 Towns Forum,

Burials/Cremations Software:
The need to replace the current burials and cremations administration software and the grave memorial inspection system.  The Corporate Asset Management Team were satisfied that this scheme needed to be actioned during 2004 and therefore there was a need for a new capital budget to be established.

Police Community Support Team:
New scheme to provide one-third funding for capital set up costs of Police Community Support Officers (vehicles, etc.).  The Police and Corby Borough Council were also providing  a one-third share of the costs.
