– BEESWING PUBLIC HOUSE (A1)



Representations Received: Environmental Health, 10 Letters 
from members of the public and Ward Councillor Parker



A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s decision with 
regard to an application for variation of a Licensing Act 2003 
premises licence for which relevant representations had been 
received.  



It was noted that a representation had been received from 
Environmental Health relating to public nuisance and 10 
public representations had been received, one of which was a 
petition signed by a number of local residents.  It was also 
noted that the main public objections related to potential for 
increased public nuisance in the early hours from noise from the 
premises and persons leaving at closing time and vandalism. 



It was also noted that following negotiation between the 
applicant and Environmental Protection Manager on proposed 
conditions this representation had now been withdrawn.   



Bryn Morgan (Public Representation) addressed the meeting  
and outlined reasons for objection which included; the siting 
of 
the premises in a residential area, detriment to local residents 
and noise problems.



Robin Reeves (Public Representation) addressed the meeting  
and outlined his reasons for objection which included; noise 
from open windows, problems from patrons after leaving the 
premises and the late opening hours requested.



Martin Bailey (Representative for Applicant) addressed the 
committee in support of the application and provided information 
on the following: the current opening hours and activities, 
variation applied for, recent refurbishment of the premises, 
agreement to conditions from Environmental Health and lack of 
Police representation to the application. In response to 
questions it was noted that the request to open from 8am was to 
enable business meetings to be held at the premises if required. 



It was noted that although the premises did not have air 
conditioning or double glazing the agreement of the conditions 
detailed at Appendix C should alleviate a number of concerns 
raised, and Environmental Health Officers would investigate 
any reported problems. 



Jim Wykes (Applicant) addressed the Committee advising that 
music would be provided on special occasions only, and invited 
local residents to meet with him to discuss any further concerns 
that they had.

Representations Received: Environmental Health and 5 Letters 
from members of the public 



A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s decision with 
regard to an application for variation of a Licensing Act 2003 
premises licence for which relevant representations had been 
received.  



It was noted that a representation had been received from 
Environmental Health relating to public nuisance matters and 
the fact that the premises were not currently subject to licence 
conditions for entertainment. The main public objections related 
to potential for increased public nuisance from noise, 
vandalism 
and issues of car parking in the local area by customers of the 
premises. 



It was also noted that following negotiation between the 
applicant and Environmental Protection Manager on proposed 
conditions this representation had now been withdrawn. The 
public representation from Mrs Chatwin had also been 
withdrawn providing the conditions were adopted as part of the 
application.  



James Sherratt (Public Representation) addressed the meeting  
and outlined his reasons for objection which included; noise 
from the premises and use of the metal fire escape to the 
rear of the premises, doors being left open, early deliveries of 
kegs, vandalism and litter problems which would be increased if 
later hours were granted.



Jackie Chambers (Public Representation) addressed the 
meeting and outlined her reasons for objection which included; 
noise 
from open windows, lack of air conditioning, music heard 
through adjoining wall, inadequate car park for number of 
customers and cars being parked over driveway.

Martin Bailey (Representative for Applicant) addressed the committee in support of the application and provided information on the following: the current opening hours and activities, variation applied for, agreement to conditions from Environmental Health and lack of 
Police representation to the application. 



It was noted that although the premises did not have air 
conditioning the agreement of the conditions detailed at 
Appendix G should alleviate a number of concerns raised.

It was also noted that following negotiation between the 
applicant and Environmental Protection Manager on proposed 
conditions this representation had now been withdrawn. 



Mr G Hague (Public Representation) addressed the meeting  
and outlined his reason for objection which was the extension 
of opening hours and included additional noise from the 

premises, noise from customers leaving the premises and 
increased traffic at a later hour than present.



It was noted that the agreement of the conditions detailed at 
Appendix K should alleviate a number of concerns raised.

Martin Bailey (Representative for Applicant) addressed the committee in support of the application and provided information on the following: the current opening hours and activities, variation applied for and agreement to conditions from Environmental Health. It was also requested that the application be amended to remove karaoke, dancing and late night refreshment. It was also noted that any additional hours granted would not be advertised and there was no intention to attract new customers.

Simon Andrews (Applicant) addressed the Committee advising that there would be no disco or karaoke provided at the premises.
