A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s decision with 
regard to an application for variation of a Licensing Act 2003 
premises licence for which relevant representations had been 
received.  



It was noted that a representation had been received from 
Environmental Health relating to public nuisance matters and 
the fact that the premises were not currently subject to licence 
conditions for entertainment. It was also noted that the premises 
had previously been subject to a noise abatement notice with a 
history of noise complaints. 



Steve Isbister addressed the Committee and provided details of 
the noise abatement order and complaints received in respect of 
the premises.



Discussion ensued on the mechanisms in place for seeking 
comments from interested parties.  



Barry Slasberg (Representative for Applicant) addressed the 
committee in support of the application and provided information 
on the following: installation of double glazing and new fire doors 
to the premises, activities held in the premises, complaints 
received and  the noise limiter in the club. 



Ralph Wood (Applicant) provided information on the members of 
the club and advised that quotations for installation of air 
conditioning were currently being sought for the premises. 
Details of the fire doors and lobbies within the premises were 
also provided.



The suggested conditions from Environmental Health were
