Discussion ensued on Designated Premises Supervisors and 
the number of premises for which they could be responsible. 



Colin Hobbs (Representative for Applicant) addressed the 
committee in support of the application and stated that the 
SMARTA representation was non specific with regard to 
O’Malleys. 



Seamus Leahy (Applicant) addressed the Committee advising 
that the premises were fully air conditioned, double glazed 
windows had been installed to the ground floor of the premises, 
the clientele at O’Malleys tended to be younger than at Central 
Rock Café and the Horsemarket was well covered by CCTV. It 
was also noted that Pubwatch had invited taxi firm 
representatives and bus service representatives to their next 
meeting to discuss additional transport out of the town centre in 
the evening.
