KET/2005/0525 -
Proposed new village Medical Centre with dental unit and pharmacy.




School Road, Mawsley.

The Panel were shown the plans and the location plan.  They also read the letter of objection from a neighbour.  It was noted that planning permission for a Medical Centre had already been granted with the access point that was objected to by the neighbour.  The fact that some individual neighbours on the previous application were not notified was brought to the Panel’s attention, but this was a separate issue from the planning considerations raised.  The neighbour who had not been notified previously has received an apology and explanation from the Local Planning Authority.

The Panel agreed that the decision may be delegated to the DCM – (after the expiry of the notification period on 18th August 2005) and assuming that either no further objections are received or any received do not raise new issues (i.e. issues that the Panel and officers have not already taken into account).

2. KET/2005/0320 – 
Proposed erection of garage/store




Appleton Barn, High Street, Harrington
The Panel were shown the revised siting plan which had addressed the concerns of an earlier Panel.  They were also shown the relevant correspondence and Parish Council’s comments.

However, although the issue of the tree affected by the earlier proposed siting had been resolved, the plan did not show the means of access from the roadway to the proposed garage/store.  Furthermore, the plan seemed to indicate that two silver birch would be affected by a driveway.

The means of access across the paddock must be clearly shown on the plan and satisfactory account taken of the impact of any drive on the trees.

To be referred back to a later Panel, once this had been dealt with.

KET/2005/0489 -
Proposed first floor extension.  New cathetensation unit over doctors’ mess.




Kettering General Hospital, Rothwell Road, Kettering
The Panel were shown the plans and correspondence from the objector on Coniston Road.  They were also made aware of correspondence from local residents to Cllr Freer regarding the Hospital’s intended works to trees along the edge of the campus.  Whilst this did not relate directly to the application, the objector had raised it.  The wider issues of development capacity at Kettering General Hospital were matters for Committee.

The Panel decided that this application should be put before a Planning Committee.

KET/2005/0609 -
Proposed sub division of existing house to 2 no. self-contained flats



7 Lindsay Street, Kettering

The Panel were shown the proposal, plans and objector’s letter.  They were also aware of the site planning history and neighbours’ concerns.

As this was a contentious application, it should be considered by the Planning Committee.

KET/2005/0592 -
Proposed new fork truck storage building in lieu of portacabin




IVG White Ltd, Finedon Road, Burton Latimer
The Panel were shown the plans and the objections from local people, most of which applied to another application (ref: KET/2005/0580) for a proposed larger extension at the site, which would automatically go before the Committee.  The Panel were aware of the nature of the proposal under ref: KET/2005/0592, and the distance from the objector at 106 Finedon Road.  

The Panel decided that application ref: KET/2005/0592 could be delegated to the DCM to determine.

KET/2005/0632 -
Proposed dwelling




White Lodge Farm. Higham Road, Burton Latimer

The Panel were shown the drawings, and were made aware of the comments from Burton Latimer Town Council.

They were informed of the detailed amendments being sought.  However, the Panel criticised the site plan for being difficult to understand.  It did not show the proposed parking/drive to the proposed house, nor was it clear in respect of the significance of the other buildings and the access.

An alternative access (to the shared drive) directly onto Higham Road is not desirable.

An improved site/block plan is required (in addition to the amended plans sought by the officer.  Then it could be referred back to the next Panel (or to Committee if it was necessary to do so to meet the 8 week deadline.
