Proposed 2 storey side extension

The panel considered the neighbours

objection and were informed by the DC Manager of the planning issues including the likelihood of a roof light on the side of the neighbours property being a later alteration, built under permitted development. (DC Manager: Whether presence of such a roof light should be used as an objection to resist the development is a judgement that could be argued either way, recognising that extensions have been built on to the side of dwelling, where minor windows of neighbouring property have over-riding reason(s) to resist.)

To give the neighbour opportunity to put case at Committee, the Panel stated that this application be referred to Committee, as the issue of a roof light window in this sort of case. 2. The neighbour’s comments about solar panels were unusual.

The applicant is to submit a layout plan



showing the footprint for the proposed single storey dwelling.



Members were concerned about the size of the plot relative to the proposal and the area. If Officers were minded to refuse, it could be delegated otherwise it was to go to Committee.



(The DC Manager is to have a further look at the proposal/visit the site once the footprint plan has been received.)
