KET/2005/0335 – 
Erect pair semi-detached dwellings



33/35 High Street Rothwell
The Members read the letters of representation, and were shown the plans relating to the previous application for a pair of semis.  They were shown a faxed plan sent to the Council on 10th June 2005 from the Agent.

Members present were concerned about the proposed accommodation in the roof, in effect “two and a half storey” as there were mainly two-storey buildings in the area.

Application to go to Committee

KET/2005/0398 – 
Demolish building, erect 8 no. flats



116 High Street, Burton Latimer
The Panel considered the Report, the objection and what is on the adjoining site/this site.  They were also aware of third party comments, including the latest comments from the Town Council, and an objection from a local resident.

Panel agreed that the application could be delegated on the basis of recommendation.

3. KET/2005/0381 – Proposed outline for residential development



42 Regent Road, Burton Latimer

Panel considered the planning history and an earlier approval on a smaller site area.  They were made aware of the Officers Report and the third party comments.  On the basis of a recommendation limited to a maximum of 5 no. dwellings, the Members agreed that it could be delegated to officers for a decision.

4. KET/2005/0389 – Proposed two-storey extension: garage



5 Clipstone Court, Rothwell
Members viewed plans, and neighbours representation.  They agreed that the application could be delegated to officers for a decision.

KET/2005/0356 – Proposed rear extension, first and second floor



10 Kettering Road, Geddington
The Panel considered the information on the file including the Officers Report, plans and photographs, and read the objection from a near (No. 8); and were made aware of the Parish Council’s support for the proposal.  The Parish Council’s comments about other alterations to neighbouring properties were considered.  However, of the 3 no. terraces numbered 10, 12 and 14, there is no higher extension above a first floor.  This proposal would have an adverse impact on the neighbouring dwelling, as detailed in the Officers Report.

Delegated decision, based on officers recommendation
5. KET/2005/0409 – Proposed garage



3A Ashley Road, Stoke Albany

The Panel were shown the drawing of the proposal and the photographs on the file.  They were also made aware of the previous application ref: KET/2005/0212 which was withdrawn, and the 2002 application (KE/02/0511) which indicated a garage to the front.

The officers advised that amendments were to be sought including reducing the width, and the height to ridge of the garage, and to simplify window detail, i.e. removal of glazing bars, omit front rooflight to garage, and different door detailing.  However, Members were concerned about the proposal including its protruding across the front of the dwelling.

Members agreed that if the application were to be refused, it could be delegated to officers.  If the recommendation was to approve, it should be referred to Committee.

Members viewed the revised proposal, were aware of the planning history, and the third party comments.  They were of the view that the proposal should be referred to Committee, unless officers intended to refuse the application.

Proposed extension to Diabetic Unit



Kettering General Hospital

The Panel were shown the proposed extension.  The distance to the neighbour’s property, the subject of the representation, was identified by the D C Manager who measured the distance on the plans (10m), and made this explicit for Members.

Proposed two-storey extension



58 Rushton Road, Desborough

The Panel were made aware of the Officers Report, and were shown the plans, photographs, and third party comments.  They considered the proposed additions to the front elevation were not in keeping and unless these elements were removed from the proposals and the officers were minded to recommend support, the application should be considered by Committee.

Matters arising from Panel
1.
The Panel expressed a view that the tendency for developers to proposed 2½ storey (or higher) in areas that are predominantly two-storey, like around the site of the application ref: KET/2005/0335 at Rothwell, was an inappropriate response to the character of the area.  They wanted better attention paid to matters of design and character, in applications of this sort.

2.
The issue of design was also raised in respect of KET/2005/0398.  One Panel Member, Cllr Richardson, though agreeing with the decision to delegate the application ref: KET/2005/0398 on the basis indicated, felt that allowing on the current application site a three-storey proposal with a mansard roof, like that existing on the adjacent property, would begin to change the character of Burton Latimer; three-storey did not respect the character of the two-storey properties that made up a lot of Burton Latimer.

3.
Panel Members again raised the need for an effective Development Control Backland Policy and requested that such a policy be presented to the Executive as soon as possible.  D C Manager to speak with Head of Service/Policy Team.
