Proposed first floor extension to rear
The Panel were shown the plans, photos taken by Case Officer, and the neighbour’s objection.  They were also made aware of the planning history of the site, i.e., a planning permission has been granted, now expired, for the same scheme.

The objector had raised specific and detailed planning comments, and the Panel considered that the application should go to Committee.

Proposed two storey rear and single storey side extensions

The Panel were shown the plans and photos from the file, plus the relationship with the neighbouring properties was explained, i.e. distance between the proposed elevations with windows and existing dwellings.  Cllr Mrs Smith-Haynes referred to the 23m distance window to window policy criterion identified in the Local Plan.  The distance between the neighbour at 15 Beardsley Gardens and the rear of the proposed two storey extension is 19m.

A proposed new opening in the side elevation of the existing dwelling of No. 14, facing No. 1 Beardsley Gardens, whose occupier objects to it, relates to works that seems to be permitted development.

The Panel recognised that to reduce the size of the proposed two storey extension may not make the scheme worthwhile.  Nevertheless, the concerns raised led the Panel to the conclusion that the application be referred to Committee.

Proposed semi-permanent cold store to replace independent units
The Panel were shown the plans and read the e-mail from SATRA re lorry turning.  They asked whether a condition could be added to control this.  The Officer said that this would not be enforceable.

It was explained that the Highway Authority had no objections.

The Panel asked that a letter be sent advising of the neighbours concern, and asking the company to ask the drivers to reverse within the site, and not back up the drive to the neighbouring property.
