The Panel were shown the plans and photos from the file and third party comments from resident of School Road.

The Parish Council were notified on 30th August 2005 of the application but no response received by 13th October 2005.

The Panel were shown the plans and photos from the file and third party comments.  Information from the Officer’s Report was conveyed to the Panel.

The Panel were shown the Officer’s Report, plans, and photos from the file.  They also read the objectors’ comments.

It was explained to the Panel that the existing stables had been in situ a number of years – first approval granted in 1995.  The current application did not represent any material change – no additional stables are proposed.

The Panel agreed that the application could be delegated to officers.

Listed Building Consent: Conversion and extension of redundant Cart Barn and Pole Barn to a private dwelling

The proposal was explained, i.e. proposed first floor extension to a conversion.  They read the comments of Wilbarston P.C. and those of the neighbouring Parish (Rushton).  

The development on site includes an unauthorised garden – which is a matter relating to a planning application or action pursuant to planning powers.

Two storey extension to side of cottage

The Panel were shown the plans and photos from the site.  The proposal was explained.  They read the third party comments from the Parish Council who had not explicitly objected.

The impact on the street scene and neighbouring Listed Building was explained, i.e. the loss of a visual break between the smaller building and No. 9 School Lane; the increased dominance of the smaller building in relation to the larger Listed Building.  The recommendation is to refuse.

The Panel agreed that the application could be delegated to officers on the basis of the recommendation to refuse.

Other matters

The Panel wanted to see plans showing the Parish Council boundaries.  Plans are to be prepared and displayed for future meetings.
