NORTHAMPTONSHIRE BRANDING


David Randall (Chief Executive Officer - Northamptonshire Branding) gave a presentation to the Executive Board which explained the rationale behind the branding project and gave examples of branding around the country.


It was noted that a questionnaire was available on the website for members of the public to complete and it was hoped to have the brand by January 2006.


During the debate the following points were made:-

· There should be more cohesion in the County in view of the growth area agenda, as areas seem to be acting in isolation when attracting new businesses

· Kettering is ideally located for distribution

· Northamptonshire needs to attract new industry to ensure that its residents stay in Northamptonshire to work rather than commuting to other places

· The project should link with Local Area Agreements

· The same brand should appeal to both workers and visitors

· It is important to promote town centres and shopping facilities to ensure that residents do not go out of the County to shop

LOCAL TRANSPORT PLAN


A report was submitted which gave members of the Executive Board the opportunity to comment on the Provisional Local Transport Plan as a key stakeholder in the public consultation.


Chris Wragg and Nic Mather (Northamptonshire County Council) gave a presentation to the Executive Board on the Local Transport Plan 2006/07 - 2010/11.


A summary of plans and policies was circulated at the meeting.  Details of consultation events were given and it was noted that the Kettering event would take place on 28th September at the Corn Market Hall.


It was noted that the Exhibition bus was not scheduled to visit any of the A6 towns in the Borough.


During the debate the following points were made:-

· There are many problems in town centres late at night because of the shortage of affordable public transport

· Transport is an emerging issue in Local Area Agreements - particularly for young people in the evenings to and from the town centre

· Other areas had recently provided safe public transport for young people during the evenings (in particular Leicester City Partnership)

· The Minor Works Programme should be aligned to priorities

LOCAL AREA AGREEMENTS


A report was submitted which outlined the national context, the local context and a fact sheet on the above initiative.


Pratima Dattani (Northamptonshire County Council) gave a presentation to the Executive Board on Local Area Agreements.  It was noted that Local Area Agreements would draw into the numerous funding streams currently available, join up public services and give Councils and other local delivery partners more flexibility to make decisions about how they tackle priority issues within their locality. 


It was noted that a first draft had been submitted to the Government Office for the East Midlands (GOEM) and a detail draft was due to be submitted on 30th September 2005.


The role of Local Strategic Partnerships in Local Area Agreements was discussed.  It was noted that constitutional sign-off by partners  would take place between October 2005 and February 2006 and that democratic input by local authority elected members would be required in any key discussions or decisions.


During the debate it was noted that Local Strategic Partnerships were an integral part of the solution in giving co-ordination to making Local Area Agreements a reality.  It was felt that the Panels would have an important role in considering the submission and bringing any views and ideas back to the Local Strategic Partnership.

FUTURE DEVELOPMENT OF PRIMARY CARE TRUSTS IN NORTHAMPTONSHIRE


Briefing documents and a timetable were submitted which gave an overview of the proposals for assessing the PCT's ability against a range of criteria.  It was noted that an outcome of the review would be a likely reconfiguration of PCT's as well as a change in focus, as PCTs, from 2008, would cease to be providers of services unless they were not able to be provided elsewhere.  


During discussion concern was expressed regarding the potential merger of county PCTs into one PCT.  Debate centred around the differing needs of communities in the north and south of the county and the implications and impact of the growth area agenda on health services, particularly in relation to quality of patient care and access to services.
