DETERMINATION OF APPLICATION FOR VARIATION OF A LICENSING ACT 2003 PREMISES LICENCE FOR WHICH RELEVANT REPRESENTATIONS HAVE BEEN RECEIVED - THE OLDE VICTORIA, BAKEHOUSE LANE, BURTON LATIMER (A1)


A report was submitted which sought the Committee's decision on an application for variation of a Licensing Act 2003 Premises Licence.


Representations had been received from the Environmental Protection Manager and five persons living within the vicinity.


The Environmental Protection Manager had requested clarification on karaoke and disco activities in relation to making music and dancing.   It was noted that a disco, DJ and karaoke took place in the restaurant from time to time, but not in the bar area.  It was also noted that the premises currently enjoyed a one hour extension for the sale of alcohol to persons who were having a substantial table meal (supper hours certificate).


Mr Chris Pykett, an objector, addressed the meeting on the subject of the risk of disturbances between midnight and 2.00 am when people were leaving the premises.  The question of air conditioning was also raised and it was noted that the premises were ventilated although not air-conditioned.  Mr Pykett stated that there were no other business premises in the area and the public house was surrounded by residential properties.


Mr Graham Hill, in response to questions on the location of the restaurant, stated that access to the restaurant was inside the premises, on the right hand side of the bar.  There was no separate outside access to the restaurant.


The Committee withdrew to consider the application.


Taking into account the representations made by objectors relating to the proximity of residential dwellings, and in order to prevent public nuisance in a residential area, it was

All licensable activities to cease at 12.00 midnight (Sunday-Thursday) with the premises closing at 12.30 am;


(ii)
All licensable activities to cease at 12.30 am (Friday & Saturday) with the premises closing at 1.00 am; and


(iii)
Noise from regulated entertainment, or the provision of facilities for entertainment, that emanates from the premises shall be inaudible between the hours of 23.00 pm and 8.00 am daily at the boundary of any noise-sensitive premises generally regarded to be the garden of residential dwellings; and


(iv)
Conditions to be as agreed with the Environmental Protection Manager.

DETERMINATION OF APPLICATION FOR VARIATION OF A LICENSING ACT 2003 PREMISES LICENCE FOR WHICH RELEVANT REPRESENTATIONS HAVE BEEN RECEIVED -THE WHITE HORSE, HARBOROUGH ROAD, STOKE ALBANY  (A2)


A report was submitted which sought the Committee's decision on an application for variation of a Licensing Act 2003 Premises Licence.


It was noted that the application included non-standard timings for the Christmas period and New Year, on which occasion the application referred to an unlimited closing time. It also included the supply of alcohol during rugby world cups, football world cups and football European cups.


Representations had been received from a resident living in the vicinity of the premises and Stoke Albany Parish Council.


Mr Graham Hill (Agent for the Applicant) and Mr Mark Kempe (the Applicant) addressed the meeting in respect of the application.   Mr Hill stated that the hours in relation to special occasions were 3.00 am on New Years Eve.


Clarification was sought by the Committee on the sporting events for which an early opening was required. 


Mr Mark Kempe advised the Committee that this was in relation to early opening to serve food and beverages for major sporting events.


It was noted that the premises included an outside courtyard and terrace, which were enclosed.  A plan was circulated which showed the location of the courtyard and terrace.  The Committee was also advised that the premises were ventilated but not air-conditioned.


The Committee withdrew to consider the application.

All Licensable Activities to cease at 11.30 pm (Sunday-Thursday) and 12.30 am (Friday & Saturday) with the premises closing at 12.00 midnight and 1.00 am respectively.
