Colin Hobbs (Representative for Applicant) addressed the 
committee in support of the application advising that CCTV 
would be installed and door staff would be employed following 
discussions with the police. It was noted that there was an 
outside area at the premises. With regard to the representation 
from SMARTA it was stated that the comments were generic 
and did not relate specifically to the premises.
