A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s decision with 
regard to an application for variation of a Licensing Act 2003 
premises licence for which relevant representations had been 
received.  Details of the application and a site plan of the 
premises were provided to the meeting.





 Ian Chown (Public Representation) addressed the meeting and 
outlined his reasons for objection which included: proximity of 
residential property, lack of communication made by the 
applicant to local residents, noise and disruption from open air 
events, parking problems and litter in Paradise Lane area, lack 
of secure access at the Paradise Lane entrance to the park, 
recent events held continuing into late evening and increased 
crime 
in the area. 

Kelly Peck (Representative for Applicant) addressed the committee in support of the application and provided information on the following: no complaints had been received by the park and the 89 conditions for occasional outdoor public entertainment events at Wicksteed Park, as previously agreed with Environmental Health, would continue should the application be granted. 

The Applicant’s Representative also responded to issues raised by the public representation including parking, Paradise Lane access, current opening hours and activities and the proposed refurbishment and use of the Village Hall. 

In response to questions from the Committee information was also provided in respect of emergency access points, the number of outdoor events held each year and their attendances.
