Mrs Elizabeth Pepperell, the Applicant, addressed the meeting and it was noted that that there was no history of any trouble at the premises and the police had not been called to any incidents in the last four and a half years.


The premises had no beer garden, but there was a very small yard at the back of the premises.

A report was submitted which sought the Committee's decision on an application for variation of a Licensing Act 2003 Premises Licence.


Representations had been received from the Environmental Protection Manager and St Mary's Tenants and Residents Association (SMARTA).


It was noted that the Environmental Protection Manager's comments had been agreed and accepted by the applicant.


Ms LeFevre, Agent for the Applicant, addressed the meeting.  It was noted that Mrs Bowen had been managing the premises for the last seven years.  The average age of the clientele was over 40 with many customers who were senior citizens.  Food was served at lunchtimes and there was a small beer garden.


It was also noted that entertainment was not on a regular basis, but that occasional disco or karaoke, in association with birthday parties or special occasions, would take place approximately 12 times a year.


The Agent for the Applicant advised the Committee that no customers would be allowed to enter the premises after 11.00 pm and the premises were not frequented by binge drinkers.  The pub was known as an old-fashioned community pub with many regulars.  Senior citizens were accompanied home if necessary.


Several letters from customers and adjoining and neighbouring residents in support of the application were submitted to the Committee for consideration.


The Agent for the Applicant advised the Committee that SMARTA's representations had been perused, but that it was believed that most points raised were not relevant to The Talbot.  


The premises had a small beer garden, which backed onto industrial premises.


The Committee sought clarification from the Applicant and the Senior Licensing Officer on the nature of the application in relation to live entertainment.  It was noted that no representations in respect of this had been made by the Environmental Protection Manager.


The Committee withdrew to consider the application.


Taking into account the representations of SMARTA and the contents of letters received from customers and residents, it was

Representations had been received from the Environmental Protection Manager and St Mary's Tenants and Residents Association (SMARTA).


It was noted that the Environmental Protection Manager's comments had been agreed and accepted by the applicant.  The conditions as agreed were circulated to members of the Committee.


Mr McCann, the Agent for the Applicant, addressed the meeting.  The four key licensing objectives were outlined.  It was noted that no complaints regarding crime and disorder had been made to the police and the premises did not attract a younger element.  The police of the manager was to ask for identification if any customer appeared to be under the age of 21.  There was no public nuisance associated with the premises and the establishment was well run, with no history of complaints by nearby residents.  The premises were located near to the train station and bus routes.  Staff would phone for a taxi for customers if required.  The establishment was keen to be regarded as a good neighbour and signs were erected asking customers to leave quiety.  There was no pole dancing or associated activities.


It was noted that the Designated Premises Supervisor was the licensee, supported by the Area Manager.


It was also noted that the premises would shortly be refurbished and work was due to commence within the next 2-3 weeks.


The premises had a small beer garden which backed onto a car park.


The Committee withdrew to consider the application.
