MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES


Social Capital Survey


It was reported that this was now underway, although timescales had slipped.


Neighbourhood Renewal Strategy


It was noted that a conference was due to be held on 11th July 2005.  The Strategy had now been formally adopted by the Northamptonshire County Council.


St Andrews Partnership


It was reported that the post had now been filled.


St. Andrew's Ward - Deprivation Ranking


Concern was expressed that the ward was now ranked at No. 61 in the County despite previously being ranked in the top 20.  It was noted that the ward was in the top 4 in Kettering in terms of deprivation.

PROCEDURAL ISSUES


A report was submitted which clarified issues relating to visiting rights of the opposition party and which considered a change to voluntary sector representation on the Executive Board.


It was noted that it had been felt that visiting rights to the Kettering Partnership Executive Board should be granted to the Leaders of the opposition party, or their representative, at both county and borough level.  Also, following a change in the voluntary sector infrastructure body from Kettering Volunteer Bureau to Groundwork Trust, there would be a need to change the representative accordingly.


However, it was noted that the Groundwork Trust Shadow Board did not consider itself to be fully representative of the voluntary sector, and that this appointment should be deferred until the Voluntary Sector Forum had been established.

NORTHAMPTONSHIRE ACTION AGAINST BUSINESS CRIME


A report was submitted which sought the support of Local Strategic Partnership Board members for this initiative and which sought to close the funding gap that currently existed.



PS Paul Valentine gave a presentation on the new partnership.


Following the presentation discussion was held on funding arrangements.   It was noted that businesses would be expected to contribute and that this contribution amounted to £24 per business this financial year.  It was anticipated that the scheme would be self sufficient.


Further discussion was held on the prioritisation of initiatives and resources within the Crime and Disorder Strategy, which had now been agreed by the Crime and Disorder Partnership.  It was noted that, within the Strategy, business crime had not been prioritised over other areas of crime.


It was felt that the target of a 15% reduction in business crime should be included in the target to reduce crime overall.  It was acknowledged that business crime formed a significant part of crime in general.

THE CHILDREN AND YOUNG PEOPLE'S PLAN (CYPP) AND EVERY CHILD MATTERS - CHANGE FOR CHILDREN


Two briefing papers were submitted for information.  It was noted that the CYPP and the publication of "Every Child Matters" represented a major development for all who work with children and young people.


A presentation was given by Adrian Bell and Phil Mason. It was noted that further information was available at www.everychildmatters.gov.uk.


It was also noted that the Children and Young People's Partnership Board would consist of a width and depth of powerful representation from the voluntary sector, the County Council, the Northamptonshire Partnership, local authorities and schools/colleges.  Two meetings had been held to date.


David Allen reported that he had spoken to Youth Action, the Student Council and Connexions and that discussions had been held regarding representation.


During the debate, the following points were made:-

· Priorities were well matched with those contained in "Choosing Health"

· There was a need to achieve a co-ordinated planning process for children and young people locally, across all agencies

· It would be useful to consider input from parents and carers

SMOKE FREE NORTHAMPTONSHIRE


George Shields and Moira Hope gave a presentation on the above initiative, which had been supported by all local authorities, the County Council and partners.  Recommendations for immediate and long term actions were outlined.


It was noted that a meeting on "Healthy Communities - Choosing Health" was due to take place on 1st July 2005 at Northampton Saints Rugby Ground.

HELPING OLDER PEOPLE REMAIN IN THEIR HOMES


An executive summary of the above report was submitted.


It was noted that the report had been adopted by the Primary Care Trust and that adoption was now being sought by the Local Strategic Partnership Executive Board.


In discussion, all partners welcomed the initiative and it was particularly noted that joint working in respect of Housing Services and Occupational Health would significantly reduce the waiting time for requests.  It was felt that some elements of the report were relevant to the Next Steps for Housing project currently being undertaken by Kettering Borough Council and that therefore the report should be placed on the agenda for the next meeting of the Executive Committee.
