ENTERTAINMENT LICENCE FOR XTRA, DALKEITH PLACE  
KETTERING (A1)



An application had been submitted for renewal of the 
entertainment licence for Xtra Public House, Dalkeith Place, 

Kettering.



It was noted that the Licensing Committee had granted a 
variation to the Public Entertainment Licence on 17th  February 
2004 for a period of six months, subject to conditions.  





It was noted that objections to the licence had been received 
from Malcolm Maples, St Mary’s Area Residents and Tenants 
Association 
(SMARTA), St Mary’s Area Community 
Committee (SMACC) and Councillor James Burton. 
Northamptonshire Police had requested that any renewal 
granted be for a maximum of 3 months to enable further 
monitoring of the extended hours. 

David Joyce, on behalf of SMACC, addressed the Committee objecting to the application and noise in the area, lack of dance floor at the premises and lack of catering facilities for provision of food.

Malcolm Maples addressed the Committee and provided details of the use of fire doors for access and egress to the premises, use of drink promotions, capacity of public houses within the town centre and anti social behaviour incidents in the area. 

Councillor Hollobone addressed the Committee citing incidents of anti social behaviour, lack of Police resources available, increased residential development in the town centre and the extending of opening hours.

Councillor Burton, ward Councillor for St Mary’s, addressed the Committee and requested the Committee to support local residents and the Police when considering the application.    

The applicant was not present at the meeting. The Environmental Health Officer advised that conditions on the previous licence had not been adhered to. Having considered the application it was

Magistrates. It was also noted that the club was sound-proofed, 
a member of Pubwatch, worked closely with the Police and that 
the location of the premises aided dispersal of 
patrons. 



Dave Joyce, on behalf of St Mary’s Area Community Committee, 
addressed the Committee outlining the reason for objection to 
the application.



Councillor Philip Hollobone addressed the Committee and 
requested that consideration be given to local residents and 
town centre users in addition to the previous reasons given.   



Councillor James Burton, ward Councillor, addressed the 
Committee advising that a number of local residents had 
expressed concern at the late licences being granted and the 
effect of noise in the area.
