AMENDMENT TO PUBLIC ENTERTAINMENT LICENCE 
CONDITIONS FOR DOOR SUPERVISORS (A2)



A report was submitted requesting an amendment to the 

conditions on Public Entertainment Licences relating to the 

provision of door supervisors.



It was noted that with effect from 18th October 2004, under the 
Private Security Industry Act 2001, only door supervisors 
licensed with the Security Industry Authority (SIA) may be used 
as door supervisors.



It was also noted that as the national licensing scheme was a 
legislative requirement it would be necessary to amend all  
Public Entertainment Licences currently issued with an expiry 
date on or after 18th October 2004 to take account of this 
change. It was noted that a letter would be sent to all current 
licence holders advising of this amendment and providing 
information on the new requirements.
