Following discussions between the applicant , their legal 
representative and the objectors the right to dispense with 
hearing if all parties agree (Licensing Act 2003 (Hearings) 
Regulations 2005) was used as follows:



‘an authority may dispense with holding a hearing if all persons 
required by the Act to agree that such a hearing is unnecessary, 
other than the authority itself, have done so by giving notice to 
the authority that they consider a hearing to be unnecessary.



Where all the persons required by the Act to agree that a 
hearing is unnecessary have done so in accordance with the 
above paragraph, the authority, if it agrees that a hearing is 
unnecessary, must forthwith give notice to the parties that the 
hearing has been dispensed with.’    



The Head of Environmental Health agreed that the hearing was 
unnecessary on behalf of the Authority.
