Representations received: Environmental Health and 1 letter from the public.

A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s decision with regard to an application for variation of a Licensing Act 2003 premises licence for which relevant representations had been received.

It was noted that a representation had been received from Environmental Health relating to public nuisance and the history of the premises and a letter with had been received from local residents.  It was also noted that the main public objections related to potential for increased public nuisance from noise and vandalism.

It was also noted that following negotiation between the applicant and the Environmental Protection Manager on proposed conditions this representation had now been withdrawn.

Matthew Butt (Representative for Applicant) addressed the committee in support of the application and provided information on the following; the premises capacity, the early opening times were intended to serve breakfast not alcohol and the main age group attracted to the premises were over 25’s.

Representations received: Environmental Health and 1 letter from the Rothwell Town Council.

A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s decision with regard to an application for variation of a Licensing Act 2003 premises licence for which relevant representations had been received.

It was noted that a representation had been received from Environmental Health relating to public nuisance and a letter which had been received from Rothwell Town Council.  It was also noted that the main public objections related to noise disturbance and other disturbances to people living nearby.

It was also noted that following negotiation between the applicant and the Environmental Protection Manager on proposed conditions this representation had now been withdrawn.

Mr Hobbs (Representative for Applicant) addressed the committee in support of the application and provided information on the following; times for music in the garden area, admission times and number of live outside events and notification to residents.

The Committee withdrew to consider the application and it was

that in the interest of preventing public nuisance the application be granted as requested except for the following:

(i) Conditions as previously agreed at Appendix G be adopted
(ii) Noise from regulated entertainment or the provision of facilities for entertainment, that emanated from the premises, including external garden areas, shall be inaudible between the hours of 23:00 hours and 08:00 hours daily at the boundary of any noise-sensitive premises, generally considered to be the garden of residential dwellings.
(iii) No music in the garden area after 22:00
(iv) Garden to be cleared by 23:00
(v) No admission after 23:00
(vi) A maximum of six outside live events per year
