DETERMINTAION OF APPLICATION FOR VARIATION OF A LICENSING ACT 2003 PREMISES LICENCE FOR WHICH RELEVANT REPRESENTATIONS HAVE BEEN RECEIEVED – BENELS, VICTORIA STREET, DESBOROUGH

Representations received: Environmental Health and petition from the public.

A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s decision with regard to an application for variation of a Licensing Act 2003 premises licence for which relevant representations had been received.

It was noted that a representation had been received from Environmental Health relating to public nuisance and a letter with a petition had been received from local residents.  It was also noted that the main public objections related to potential for increased public nuisance in the early hours from noise from the premises and persons leaving at closing time and the noise from skittles.

It was also noted that following negotiation between the applicant and the Environmental Protection Manager on proposed conditions this representation had now been withdrawn.

Mr Ward (Public Representation) addressed the meeting and outlined reasons for objection which included; noise control, disturbance from skittles and loudness of live music.

Mr Dowler (Public Representative) addressed the meeting and outlined reasons for objection which included; the length of time it takes for people to leave the premises and the effect of an extra hours opening.

Mr Benamore (Applicant) addressed the committee that the fire door was now closed during skittles games, the windows were now double glazed and the doors and windows were closed before 23:00.

The Committee withdrew to consider the application and it was

RESOLVED
that in the interest of preventing public nuisance the application be granted as requested except for the following:

(i) Noise from regulated entertainment or the provision of facilities for entertainment, that emanated from the premises, including external garden areas, shall be inaudible between the hours of 23:00 hours and 08:00 hours daily at the boundary of any noise-sensitive premises, generally considered to be the garden of residential dwellings.
(ii) All licensable activity must cease Sunday – Thursday 23:00, and Friday – Saturday 23:30
(iii) Conditions as previously agreed at Appendix C be adopted
