REQUEST FOR AMENDMENT OF PUBLIC ENTERTAINMENT 
LICENCE FEE (A2)



A report was submitted requesting an amendment to the 
Authority’s Schedule of Charges in relation to Public 
Entertainment Licences for Wicksteed Park Limited.



It was noted that the licence fee must cover the costs incurred 
by the authority as a result of processing the application and 
monitoring the actual event. It was also noted that the fee 
schedule had been set some years ago and no large scale 
events had been held in the Borough since these fees were 
determined and the 
likely costs to the authority were therefore 
unknown.



It was noted that national guidance existed for large scale 
events and should organisers adhere to the guidance reduced 
fees could be requested to reflect reduced burden upon the local 
authority.



Mr Bush of Wicksteed Park Limited attended the meeting and 
provided information on the number and nature of events it was 
proposing to host. Mr Bush advised that national guidance was 
followed for all events held at the park, with detailed information 
provided to the Environmental Health department. He requested 
that an annual licence fee be agreed rather than a fee for each 
event held.
