15 Thorn Close, Kettering

The Panel were shown the plans from the file and third party comments.  The history of the site was referred to including the fact of an earlier approval ref: KE/05/0671.  The Officer explained that the current proposal was a change of house type.  Panel were aware of objections from the Parish Council and neighbours.  The history file was unavailable so the Panel said this would need to be deferred for future Panel or Committee.

6 Canon Street, Kettering

The Panel were shown the plans and photos from the file and third party comments.  Information from the Officer’s Report was conveyed to the Panel.  The objections of third parties due to lack of parking for residents were considered.  However, an appropriate re-use of this building which is considered an important part of Kettering’s townscape, is desirable.  The issues about the control of parking were matters for the parking enforcement regime, and it was understood that there were plans for the Eskdale surgery to move.
