KET/2006/0157 -
Full Application: Creation of new landscaped park (with associated earthworks), provision of outdoor sports facilities (comprising football pitches, changing facilities, access and associated parking) and combined footpaths, bridleway and cycle paths




North Kettering Business Park, Rockingham Road, Kettering (North & South of Glendon Road)

The Panel were shown the plans and information from the file and third party comments.  The comments of Rothwell Town Council were noted.  Rushton Parish Council’s objections were also considered.  The Officer explained the issues: the landscaping and footpath network; the offer of a unilateral undertaking of £5000 towards a scheme of traffic control over bridge across railway to assist those on horseback/pedestrians gain safe access.  The Panel wanted the phasing of any lights to be adjusted to take account of the slowest pedestrians.  The matter of car parking was raised and the Officer explained that vehicular access from the south end was not practical.  There was a car park to serve the playing field.  (The Panel had asked if this was available to all those using the park)  The comments from the scouts’ representative were noted – their desire to separate footpaths from the body of the playing fields to allow for better supervision of the facilities that they intended to take on.  A key issue was the long term maintenance of the facility/landscape.  This had to be secured.  The Officer was to ascertain whether this was controlled by the original S106.

Once these matters were resolved, the Panel said that the decision could be delegated to officers.

2. KET/2006/0326 – 
Full Application: Erection of a three bedroom detached house and removal of existing garage

Land between 8 and 10, Church View Road, Desborough
The Panel were shown the plans and other information, including photos, from the file.  Third party comments, including objections, were read by the Panel.  The issues identified by the Case Officer were brought to the Panel’s attention.  The Panel asked about the width of the plot – approx. 6.5m – with 1m between proposed dwelling and No. 10.  Alongside the boundary of No. 8 there was a passage for access.  Design was considered too.  The history of the site opposite was understood.  In this road, some narrow plots existed.

The Panel said that the decision could be delegated to officers.

N.B to Case Officer – Please check plot width as the two 1:100 scale plans show it at different widths, i.e. approximately 6.5m and approximately 6.85m.  Please ask the Agent to confirm measurement and check on site.

KET/2006/0337 -
Full Application: Double garage – detached




21 Lower King Street, Desborough
The Panel were shown the Officer’s Report, plans, and information from the file.  They also read the objectors’ comments, including the loss of on street parking.  The Officer explained that a suggestion had been made to the applicant of changing the orientation of the garage doors to face up the garden.  However, either way, the proposal was acceptable in planning terms.

The Panel agreed that the application could be delegated to officers.

Full Application: Conversion of garage to habitable room, alterations and extension of existing property



Barton House, 135a Barton Road, Barton Seagrave

The Panel were shown the plans, Officer’s Report and photos from the site.  The proposal, including the amendment, was explained.  They read the third party comments.  In particular, though set back, the somewhat unusual proposed tower was regarded as out of keeping with the rest of the building.  

The Panel concluded that the application should be referred to Committee.

KET/2006/0396 -
Outline Application: Proposed outline for one 5 bed detached dwelling




58 High Street, Broughton

The Panel were shown the plans, Officer’s Report and photos from the site.  The proposal was explained.  They read the third party comments, including the objection from No. 58.  Comments from Broughton Parish Council were not available.  However, the Officer would seek these before determination.  The Officer explained the planning history, i.e. that this was a resubmission of an application for planning permission – but instead of 4 no. dwellings being proposed, now it was for only 1 no. dwelling.  The existing bungalow is intended for demolition.  There is sufficient space about and between dwellings to satisfy privacy and amenity and subject to this, the Panel were content that this could be conditioned in the normal way, i.e. siting and design.  The issues of access were known too.  Although the Officer had to ascertain whether the Parish Council objected or supported, The Panel agreed that as the planning issues had been covered, and unless the Parish Council raised material planning considerations that had not been address by the Officer, the Panel agreed that the application could be delegated to officers.
