(ii)
investigation be carried out into extending the scheme to include edge-of-town parts of Kettering, and provision of youth transport.  The cost of both (i) and (ii) to be limited to £12,000 per annum (to be part funded by the unallocated £9,000 budget for bus service subsidies); and


(iii)
in order to benefit from the above, KATS should become properly constituted, and be subject to a Service Level Agreement which is reviewed annually.
REASONS

To take into account the recommendations of the Monitoring and Audit Committee.

To provide an opportunity for KATS to operate on a sounder footing.

To enable an improved service to be operated that linked in with other services on offer for disabled people.

KATS clients tended to be elderly and disabled and either had no access to scheduled bus services (especially in rural areas) or were unable to use the bus services because of the nature of their disability.  These people were now at a disadvantage because other disabled and older people had access to free public transport within the Borough, whereas they ahd to pay for the service provided by KATAS (a minimum of £2 per journey).

The County Council grant aid the service to serve rural areas but there were residents in urban areas that could also benefit from the service provided by KATS at very little additional cost.

To seek to enhance further the provision of youth transport.

The Council had a £9,000 unallocated budget for bus service subsidies that could be used to fund the majority of the suggested financial contribution.

ALTERNATIVE OPTIONS CONSIDERED

To retain the status quo.

To directly fund KATS to provide a broader service reconfigured in line with transport specific Service Level Agreement.
