The proposal is in accordance with national and local policies as set out in Planning Policy Statements/Guidance note 1, policies GS3 and GS5 of the Northamptonshire County Structure Plan, policies 30, 47, 84 and 85 of the Local Plan for Kettering Borough and RSS8 for the East Midlands and in this instance the issues raised do not outweigh the principal policies referred to .  The issues relating to sustainability impact on surrounding highway network, parking, Green Travel Plan, loss of sports facilities, and design and amenity are material planning considerations and, in reaching the decision to approve the proposal, have been carefully weighed against all relevant policy considerations.

planning permission be granted subject to a Section 106 Agreement being completed by 3rd October 2006 and subject to the following conditions:-




1.
The development hereby permitted shall be begun before the expiration of 3 years from the date of this planning permission.

2.
No development shall commence on site until details of the types and colours of all external facing and roofing materials to be used, together with samples, have been submitted to and approved in writing by the Local Planning Authority.  The development shall not be carried out other than in accordance with the approved details.

3.
The theatre use hereby permitted shall not be carried out outside the hours set out in the following schedule:

10.00 am Mondays to 00.30 am Tuesdays;

10.00 am Tuesdays to 00.30 am Wednesdays;

10.00 am Wednesdays to 00.30 am Thursdays;

10.00 am Thursdays to 00.30 am Fridays;

10.00 am Fridays to 00.30 am Saturdays;

10.00 am Saturdays to 00.30 Sundays;

10.00 am to 23.00 pm Sundays;

except that the premises can be additionally open between 10.00 am Christmas Eve to 01.00 am on Christmas Day, and between 10.00 am on New Years Eve and 01.00 am on New Years Day only.

4.
Before the development hereby permitted is first occupied or used, allocated areas for the loading, unloading, parking and manoeuvring of vehicles shall be provided within the site in accordance with the approved plans and shall thereafter be retained and kept available for such purposes.

5.
Prior to commencement of development, a scheme for traffic management in the instance of the theatre being attended by over 200 patrons that enables the smooth and staggered egress of cars onto the surrounding highway network.  Should more than 200 patrons attend the theatre on any one occasion, then the management scheme shall be implemented in accordance with the approved details.

6.
The theatre shall not be used in any way in the event of any type of trade fair or sales event at the adjoining conference centre.

7.
Before the development hereby permitted is first occupied or used, details of coach and bus parking spaces and suitable highway access for such vehicles shall be submitted for the prior written approval of the Local Planning Authority.  The scheme shall be implemented in accordance with the approved details and thereafter maintained.
