Roger Lewis of Trust Inns and Julia Lukins, Designated 
Premises Supervisor in attendance



A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s decision on an 
application for review of a Licensing Act 2003 premises licence. 



Chris Stopford addressed the Committee outlining the reasons 
for the review request which included: history of noise 
complaints culminating in the serving of a noise abatement 
notice, complaints received from local residents and visits made 
by officers to the premises and disregard for conditions of 
licence – in that windows were open whilst entertainment was 
taking place. 



Roger Lewis advised that the tenant of the premises at the time 
of the complaints had since been evicted following a number of 
problems. Julia Lukins advised that she had held a licence for 
many years and would adhere to any conditions imposed.  



In response to questions from the Committee additional 
information was provided in respect of air conditioning, 
recruitment of tenants to the public house and the length of time 
taken to resolve the problems at the premises with the previous 
tenant. 



The Committee withdrew to consider the application and it was

Review Request Received from Chris Stopford, Environmental 
Services Manager Environmental Health



Mr Bellamy, Mr Bellamy and Mrs Knight of the Montagu Club  in 
attendance



A report was submitted seeking the Committee’s decision on an 
application for review of a Licensing Act 2003 club premises 
certificate.



Chris Stopford addressed the Committee outlining the reasons 
for the review request which included a complaint received from 
a local resident and subsequent visit made by himself which 
resulted in the issuing of a noise abatement notice. 



It was noted that the club premises certificate contained no 
conditions either in the operating schedule or as additional 
conditions regarding the licensing objective of the prevention of 
public nuisance. Suggested conditions were provided to the 
Committee.




Representatives of the Montagu Club advised that a noise 
limiter had now been purchased, and air conditioning would be 
installed as soon as finance was available – which was likely to 
be early in 2007.   



In response to questions from the Committee additional 
information was provided in respect of membership of the club, 
events held at the club, air conditioning, 
need for review of 
numbers allowed within the club by the Fire Officer and listed 
building status. 



The Committee withdrew to consider the application and it was  



RESOLVED  
That the licence continue with the addition 




of the following conditions:

· Noise, including vibration, emanating from regulated entertainment at the licensed premises shall be inaudible inside noise-sensitive properties at any time. Audibility shall be assessed by an authorised officer of the responsible authority for the prevention of public nuisance, and shall be considered to be not audible or inaudible when it is at a low enough level such that it is not recognisable as emanating from the premises and it does not alter the perception of the ambient noise environment that would prevail in the absence of the noise from the premises.

· All external doors, other that those used for emergency exits only, shall be fitted with automatic closing devices. The doors shall be kept closed, so far as is practicable, at any time when regulated entertainment is taking place, or facilities are being provided for regulated entertainment.

· Prior to the commencement of any regulated entertainment permitted by this club premises certificate commencing, an electronic sound limiter shall be installed in the premises to control the level of noise from the playing of music or amplification of sound.  The details of the sound limiter to be installed in the premises shall be submitted to the Licensing Authority for approval.  Once approved the limiter shall be installed and set up by a competent person.  It shall be set at a level agreed with the Licensing Authority.  The sound limiter level once set shall not be adjusted without prior approval of the Licensing Authority and regulated entertainment shall take place on the premises unless the limiter is used.  The noise limiter shall be maintained and effectively operated during the use of the premises.
· All external windows shall be kept closed at any time when regulated entertainment is taking place, or facilities are being provided for regulated entertainment. 

· The handling of beer kegs, bottles and other similar items external to the fabric of the building,  in particular the emptying of glass bottles into refuse containers, recycling bins or returns crates and the stacking of such crates shall only be permitted between the hours of 09:30 and 21:30 hours daily.

· The Licensee(s) must at all times ensure, as far as is practicable, that people on, or leaving, the licensed premises conduct themselves in an orderly manners, and do not cause annoyance to the neighbourhood.

· External laser effect lighting, and pyrotechnic firework displays shall not be permitted without the prior consent of the Licensing Authority.

· No regulated entertainment, or the provision of facilities for making music or dancing shall be permitted to be held if it causes an unreasonable disturbance to the occupiers of any other premises.

· Regulated entertainment and the provision of entertainment facilities as outlined in Section B2 of the Licensing Act 2003 application form shall only be permitted inside within the hours specified in Tables A to M inclusive in Section B2 of the application form.

· Nothing contained in these conditions shall prejudice or affect the operation of any relevant statutory provision and accordingly if any requirement of these conditions is inconsistent with any statutory requirement the statutory requirement shall prevail.
