Alternative sites at Wellingborough or Weldon would result in significant extra journey time for refuse freighters and potentially require an increase in the number of rounds, and therefore crews and vehicles. 

Siting of a local Transfer Station in the Kettering area would be likely to produce a net saving in journey times, compared to the current Rushton journey times. 

ALTERNATIVE OPTIONS CONSIDERED

Use Wellingborough or Weldon landfill sites (as directed by NCC) and revise all rounds to accommodate the additional journey times and costs incurred.

Await the decision of Northants County Council in December 2006.
