POLICE REPORT


Sergeant Emma Reed was welcomed to the meeting and the crime statistics for the Northern Police Area were discussed.


Comment was made on the following issues:-

· 20 houses in Barton Seagrave (Castle Way area) had  had CCTV installed which was proving very successful
· An operation targeting anti-social behaviour and criminal damage was starting in the Borough on 16th October 2006 
· The suspect for a series of burglaries in Rothwell had recently moved from the town
· PC Johnson had left Burton Latimer and relationshiops between BLAST and the Police had suffered
· Safer Community Teams were being introduced with Barton Seagrave and Burton Latimer being combined as one team with nearby villages – this team would start in March 2007 -  and consist of 2 Police Constables and 4 Police Community Support Officers, who would be dedicated to that area and not moved to other areas
· There would be 5 Safer Community Teams across the Borough each with a Joint Action Group which would meet regularly and include local community groups such as BLAST 
· Each officer in a Safer Community Team had to give a 2 year commitment to the team

· Police representatives had not been attending Desborough Town Council meetings of late (Sergeant Reed gave an undertaking to report this to Inspector Aistrop)
· There had been an incident with youths riding motorbikes in Peaselands, Desborough which the Police had not attended
· Police had to prioritise calls according to the incidents at any one time

· Desborough was suffering with gangs of young people causing damage and anti social behaviour

· Dispersal Orders, alcohol bans and Zap Zones were being considered  - although the use of a dispersal order in Barton Seagrave had not been particularly effective

· If an Anti Social Behaviour Order (ASBO) was in force  and breached the Police could detain the individual
· Local licensed premises were being reminded of their obligation not to sell alcohol to minors 
· The pilot Safer Community Team in Rothwell was being monitored to gauge its effectiveness 

Sergeant Reed was thanked for her attendance.

(Councillor Humfrey joined the meeting at 7.05pm)

KETTERING BOROUGH AIR QUALITY
Chris Stopford, Environmental Protection Manager, attended the meeting and provided an update on the air quality monitoring that was undertaken in the Borough. Details of atmospheric pollutants, locations of monitoring equipment acceptable pollution levels and Kettering’s levels were provided. It was noted that the A14 and A6 bypass would be monitored at some point in the future. Reports on air quality were available on the Council’s website if desired. 
Discussion ensued on problems experienced by residents of Barton Seagrave who had on occasion reported problems with the smell emanating from Alpro, Kettering Road, Burton Latimer.

ROTHWELL AND DESBOROUGH URBAN EXTENSION AREA ACTION PLAN PREFERRED OPTIONS PAPER AND KETTERING TOWN CENTRE AND KETTERING URBAN EXTENSION AREA ACTION PLAN ISSUES AND OPTIONS PAPER 

A report was submitted to inform members of the Forum of the consultation about to be undertaken with regards to the Rothwell and Desborough Urban Extension Area Action Plan Preferred Options Paper. 


It was noted that Kettering Borough Council was in the process of reviewing the current Local Plan and producing a new Local Development Framework  (LDF), which would comprise a suite of documents including Area Action Plans (AAP’s) for the Rothwell and Desborough Urban Extension, Kettering Town Centre and the Kettering Urban extension site specific local development document.   

It was noted that the Borough Council was about to enter a six week consultation period which would include workshops and focus groups. Details of all the events were provided to the meeting. It was noted that Town and Parish Councils could respond individually if wanted. All comments would be reported to the Planning Policy Committee. The meeting made the following comments:

· Does public consultation effect the plans
· The Grange development at Desborough had increased in size from the original local plan
·  Employment was needed in Rothwell with direct access to A6 to ensure heavy goods vehicles did not go through the town
· The proposals encroach upon the space between Rothwell and Desborough

The Clerk for Rothwell Town Council requested that the comments made previously in respect of the preferred options be included on the Council’s website, however it was
